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Design

Departments chose from a selection of ADA compliant templates in designing their websites. Although the templates
allow only minimal customization, the header and rotating carousel feature found on many department home pages gives
the user an immediate visual representation of what page they are visiting. The layout of the website templates was
designed to provide a cohesive look and feel throughout to ensure continuity and ease of navigation, and to provide a
uniform website branding that assures users they are on the City’s official website. The location of the City Seal, the color
combinations used and header graphic placement are part of the website branding.

Server Side Includes (SSI) and CSS, which control style and placement of header images, navigation, page layout, fonts,
colors, etc. are part of the approved web page template and must remain consistent with the City’s current website
standards.

All graphics must be submitted to the Department of Information Technology, Web Services team via a Service Request.
Users may not upload their own graphics. This is to ensure that the images used on the City’s websites are properly sized
and optimized. The Web Services Team will ensure that the submitting department owns the rights to any images being
used.
