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City of San Diego Kicks Off 2004 Annual Telephone Book
Recycling Program: Project ReDirectory

City residents encouraged to recycle in blue recycling bins or at local recreation centers as
thousands of new directories are delivered during June and July

SAN DIEGO, CA—The City of San Diego Environmental Services Department (ESD) and
SBC SMART Yellow Pages San Diego kicked off the City’s 2004 Greater San Diego
Telephone Book Recycling Program: Project ReDirectory on Thursday, June 24, 2004 at a
press conference located at the SBC Distribution Warehouse, 9750 Distribution Avenue, off of
Miramar Road. Several thousand new SBC San Diego Yellow Pages and White Pages directories
and the City’s two types of recycling bins that can be used to recycle outdated phone books were
on display to help emphasize how San Diegans can recycle their outdated phone books.

“More than 1,000,000 new telephone directories will be delivered throughout San Diego
during the summer months and through December 2003, which means people will be looking for
ways to discard old phone books,” said EImer L. Heap, Jr., director of the City’s Environmental
Services Department. “If each resident recycled their outdated phone book, we would divert as
much as 2,000 tons of paper from disposal at the Miramar Landfill. With only about eight years
of useable life at the landfill, we can’t afford not to make recycling outdated phone books easy

and convenient for everyone.”

The City’s Telephone Book Recycling Program: Project ReDirectory features two types
of bins that residents can use to recycle their outdated phone books: the residential blue curbside
recycling containers and the large recycling bins located at 43 recreation centers throughout the
City. Businesses with large amounts of outdated phone books that need assistance with

collection, should contact their recycler waste hauler for special collection.
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In addition to the telephone directories, the large bins set up at the City’s recreation
centers are designed to hold an estimated 750 pounds of recyclable materials including papers,
plastics, metals and glass. The total amount of recyclables dropped off at the centers is sold and
the monies generated are donated to the recreation centers to help purchase new equipment or
fund facility improvements or other programs offered to the public.

The City’s Recycling Program at recreation centers was established 1992. Since then, the
program has helped divert more than 14,000 tons of recyclables from disposal at the Miramar
Landfill and created more than $667,000 in revenue that was donated back to the Park and

Recreation Departments.

“Through this program, Project ReDirectory, SBC Directory is making an effort to see
that old phone books are not only replaced, but recycled,” said Anita Starnes, Southern
California Recycling Manager of SBC SMART Yellow Pages. “Our telephone books are made

with environmentally compatible glues so that the whole phone book is recyclable,” said Starnes.

The old directories are recycled into paper to be used in making new directories, mailing
envelopes and other paper products such as bathroom tissue, paper towels and cereal boxes. In an
effort to reduce the number of directories SBC distributes to large companies, the white pages
are now being offered on CD-ROM, which reduces the number of directories that need to be
printed by 15,000.
