Council District: 3 Community Plan: Mid-City 
Description: This project is part of a community revitalization effort called the Azalea 
Park Neighborhood Identification Project, as outlined in the Azalea Park-Hollywood 
Park Revitalization Action Program. The specific location of this segment of the 
project is at the intersection of Poplar Street and Fairmount Avenue. The primary 
product of the Azalea Park Neighborhood Project is the construction of new vehicular 
and pedestrian improvements, including enhanced crosswalks and curb-extensions, 
which are to be funded by Development Impact Fees, and neighborhood identification 
signs, which are to be funded by Community Development Block Grants. 

Justification: These improvements will benefit the community by increasing the safety 
and flow of traffic, enhancing pedestrian access, and promoting community 
identification. 

Operating Budget Effect: The operating budget effect will be determined upon 
completion of design. 

Relationship to General and Community Plans: This project implements the 
recommendations found in the Mid-City Communities Plan and the Azalea Park-
Hollywood Park Revitalization Action Program. It is in conformance with the City's 
Progress Guide and General Plan. 

Scheduling: The project schedule for the design and construction of new vehicular and 
pedestrian improvements will be established once the scope of work is approved and 
the remaining funding identified. At this time, the preliminary design process for the 
neighborhood identification signs, which involved the community, has been completed 
and the next design development phase is currently in process and is scheduled for 
completion in 2005. Upon completion of all design phases, this project will be overseen 
by the Engineering and Capital Projects Department for the construction phases.
