Our organization has been coordinating temporary
clinics for almost two years in conjunction with UCSD — School of Medicine,
Pacific College of Oriental Medicine, Concorde Career Colleges, Rady Children’s
Hospital, and Scripps Integrative Health Center. We were the ones who
coordinated free services during the 2007 wildfires at Qualcomm Stadium, and
Gillespie Field to treat firefighters, rescue workers, staff, and evacuees alike.
Recognized by the City of San Diego and the Office of the Mayor for our work,
we provide safe treatments in temporary settings every week in City Heights and
Southeast San Diego. For years we have provided only diagnostics without
treatments, but after five years, we hope we’ve proved our dedication to detail and
safety and will be allowed to provide actual treatments as well. We plan to create
a temporary floor (portable dance floor) to ensure that no needles fall into the
grass on the lawn. If necessary, we can move the PACIFIC COLLEGE
acupuncture booth to the black top of the Federal Lot to further ensure no needles
are left behind.
