MAY RESULT 

 Parent or legal guardian must accompany children under 12 years. 

 Only roller skates, inline skates and skate boards are allowed; no scooters, bicycles and any 

motorized vehicles are allowed. 

 Skaters must be in full safety equipment to enter:  Helmets, Elbow and Knee Pads designed 

for skateboarding. 

 Visitors/Spectators not skating are required to remain outside fenced area. 

 No smoking, alcohol, food or drink, or glass containers allowed inside the skate park 

 Littering and graffiti are not permitted. 

 Unauthorized ramps, jumps or obstacles cannot be used inside or outside the skate park area. 

 Animals are not permitted in the skate park.
