201. Quarterly Update on Regional Park Improvement Fund Project Status

Presenters: Mark Nassar, Deputy Director, Architectural Engineering and Parks, Public

Mr. Nassar advised that this presentation only covered the ongoing Capital Improvement
Projects that are funded by the Regional Park Improvement Fund (RPIF) received for FY
2010 through 2013. The presentation provided the following:

Board Members Comments and Questions:

Mr. Bussell inquired about the purple pipe access and if it is viable to extend into these
project areas. Mr. Nassar responded if there is a source for irrigation and the project has
an irrigation element to it. Mr. Bussell inquired if the RPIF would support this.

Mr. Field stated per the Public Utilities Department, an extensive network of purple pipe
exists in the UTC area. There is opportunity to put in purple pipe in areas reachable
from the network Public Utilities Department created. Mr. Field has invited staff from
the Water Department to speak about the Drought Ordinance at the November meeting.
He will also ask them to provide an update on purple pipes.
