The Camino Del Rio Mixed Use project would demolish existing structures, 

removing existing surface parking lots and construct a mixed use project consisting of 

305 residential units, approximately 5,000 square feet of office space, approximately 

4,000 square feet of retail space and a six level parking structure, with two deviations, 

minor grading of the site, landscaping and minor improvements in the public right-of-

way on a 5.37 acre site at 730 Camino Del Rio North in the Mission Valley Planned 

District MV-CR Zone in Council District 7. An Environmental Impact Report was 

prepared for this project.

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  The St. John Garabed project proposes to construct a 350 (fixed) seat church, a 500 

(portable) seat multi-purpose hall, a cultural and education building with classrooms 

for religious instruction, a youth center with youth recreational facilities for a total of 

51,680 square feet of building floor area, a deviation to required side and rear yard 

setbacks, grading, landscaping and minor improvements in the public right-of-way on 

a 13.4 acre site at 13925 El Camino Real in the AR-1-1 Zone within the NCFUA 

Subarea II area in Council District 1. An Environmental Impact Report was prepared 

for this project.
