DETERMINATION SHALL BE REACHED THROUGH A PROCESS 2
REVIEW IF: THE PROJECT SITE FOR THE PROPOSED MINOR
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MODIFICATION IS LOCATED WITHIN THE COSTAL OVERLAY ZONE,
OR 2) ACONDITION OR TERM OF THE APPROVED DEVELOPMENT
PERMIT REQUIRES A PROCESS 2 REVIEW.”
