Issue(s): Should the Planning Comm ission approve a Wireless Communication Facility 
at 6426 Ambrosia Drive within the Tierrasanta community planning area? 

Staff Recommendation: 
APPROVE Conditional Use Permit (CUP) No. 593089 and Planned Development 
Permit (PDP) No. 593090 

Community Planning Group Recommendation: The Tierrasanta Community Planning 
Group voted to recommend approval of this project 15-0-0 on July 16, 2008 (Attachment 
12). 

Environmental Review: This project was found to be exempt per the Categorica l 
Exemption for Existing Facilities, Section 15301 in accordance with State of California 
Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) Guidelines. 

Fiscal Impact Statement: AT&T Mobility is the financially responsible party for this 
project and is responsible for costs associated with processing this project. 

Code Enforcement Impact: None. 

Housing Impact Statement: Not applicable. 



BACKGROUND 

Wireless Communication Facilities (WCF's) are permitted throughout the City as a separately 
regulated use by the Wireless Communication Facility regulations, Land Development Code 
(LDC) section 141.0420. On July 26, 2006, Cingular (now AT&T Mobility) was issued a CUP 
for twelve ( 12) antennas. Most of the antennas were proposed to be located inside faux 
chimneys, however one sector (three antennas) was proposed to be located on the top portion of a 
chimney extension. When Cingular went through building permit review, it was determined that 
the radio frequency transparent material s could not be used on the chimney extension. As a 
result, Cingular was not able to construct one of the antenna sectors. AT&T Mobility has now 
applied for an amendment to the existing CUP to relocate the one sector of four antennas that 
was not built. The remaining sector is proposed to be located within a new 47 foot 10 inch tall 
faux chimney. The facility will still have a total of twelve antennas all located behind radio 
frequency transparent material. 

Council Policy 600-43 assigns preference levels to the locations of WCF's. This policy 
encourages that these facilities be located away from residential uses. Typically, WCF's 
proposed in non-residential zones, such as commercial or industrial, are considered more 
preferable than those located in residential zones. To encourage carriers to locate in non­
residential zones, projects proposed in those areas are permitted with a lower process level (such 
as a Limited Use or Neighborhood Use Permit). Since this facility is proposed on a building that 
is located in a residential zone and contains a residential use, a Conditional Use Permit , Process 4 
is required. Since the proposed faux chimney exceeds the RM-2-5 zone's 40 foot height limit, a 
Planned Development Permit is also required. 

The faux chimney design proposed by AT&T Mobility allows for the antennas to be located at 
the height desired by the applicant while also integrating well with the existing architecture of the 
buildings. In fact, another carrier has constructed a similar facility on an adjacent building. 

General Plan Analysis: 

The City's General Plan requires that wireless facilities be minimally visible and be visually 
respectful and compatible with the community. The antennas associated with this facility are 
proposed to be located within a chimney, behind radio frequency (RF) transparent screening , 
designed to the architecturally compatible with the existing building . Associated equipment will 
be concealed within the building. Based on the project 's design, it is compatible with the City's 
General Plan. The Tierrasanta Community Plan does not discuss wireless communication 
facilities. 

Conclusion: 

Staff supports the design as proposed. The antennas are located behind radio frequency 
transparent screening and are designed as integral elements of the building. This project 
complies with the City's Land Development Code, the Wireless Communication Facility 
regulations , and the applicable land use plans. Therefore , Staff recommends approval of this 
project.

Project Description 

The project proposes to locate 4 antennas inside a new chimney at the eastern end of 
the multi-family building. The new chimney has been designed to match the existing 
chimneys on the building at a height of 40 feet. 

In 2006, a Conditional Use Permit was approved for th is site allowing 8 antennas to be 
located inside a new chimney structure designed to match existing chimneys on the 
building and 4 antennas to be located on a modified existing chimney. The associated 
equipment was to be located in the garage basement of the building. 

Due to Fire Rating issues resulting from the use of RF screening material on the 
existing chimney, the original design could not be approved by the Building Department 
and therefore the third sector could not be built. The proposed amendment will allow 
AT&T to locate their third sector of antennas. As with the existing antennas, the 
proposed antennas will not be visible from the exterior of the building. The associated 
equipment will remain in the previously approved location. 

SITE CHARACTERISTICS 

The proposed project is located at 6426 Ambrosia Drive between Friars Road and Aero 
Drive (Tierrasanta Blvd). The underlying zoning of the proposed site is RM-1-1.

This CONDITIONAL USE PERMIT (CUP) NO. 593089 and PLANNED DEVELOPMENT 
PERMIT (PDP) NO. 593090 is granted by the Planning Commission of the City of San Diego 
to ERP OPERATING LIMITED PARTNERSHIP , Owner , and AT&T MOBILITY , Permittee , 
pursuant to San Diego Municipa l Code [SDMC] section 141.0420. The s ite is located at 6426 
Ambrosia Drive in the RM-2-5 zone of the Tierrasanta Community Plan. The project s ite is 
legally described as Lot 3 of Hilltop , in the City of San Diego , Cou nty of San Diego, State of 
Ca lifornia , acco rding to Map Thereof No. 9577 , filed in the Office of the County Reco rder of 
San Diego County on February 26 , 1980. 

Subject to the terms and conditi ons set forth in this Permit , permission is granted to 
Owner /Permittee to construct and operate a Wireless Communication Facility (WCF) , desc ribed 
and identified by size, dimension, quantity , type , and location on the approved exh ibits [Exhibit 
"A"] dated October 16, 2008 , on file in the Development Services Departm ent. 

The project sha ll include: 

a. Four (4) panel -type antennas mounted w ithin a new 47' IO" high ch imney behind radio 
frequency (RF) transparent screens. The 47' IO" high chimney dev iates from the 40 ' 
height limit and is permitted w ith the process ing of this Planned Development Permit ; 

b. Accessory improvements determined by the Development Services Department to be 
consistent w ith the land use and deve lopment standards in effect for thi s site per the 
adopted communit y plan , California Environmenta l Quality Act Guideli nes , public and 
pr ivate improvement requirements of the C ity Engineer , the underlying zone(s) , 
cond itions of th is Perm it, and any other applicable regu lations of the SDMC in effect 
for this site.

STANDARD REQUIREME NTS: 

I . This perm it must be utilized within thirty-six (36) months after the date on which all rights 
of appeal have expired. Fai lure to util ize and maintain utilizat ion of this permit as describ ed in 
the SDMC will automatica lly void the permit unless an Extension of T ime has been granted. 
Any such Extension of Time must meet all SDMC requirements and app licable guidelines in 
affect at the time the extension is conside red by the appro priate decision maker. 

2. No permit for the construct ion, occupancy or operation of any faci lity or improvem ent 
described herein sha ll be granted, nor sha ll any activity authorized by this Permit be conducted 
on the premi ses until: 

a. The Owner /Permittee signs and retu rns the Permit to the Development Serv ices 
Departmen t; and 

b. The Permit is recorded in the Office of the San Diego County Recorder. 

3. Unless this Perm it has been revoked by the City of San Diego the propert y included by 
reference within this Permit sha ll be used on ly for the purposes and under the term s and 
condit ions set forth in this Permit unles s otherwi se author ized by the Deve lopment Serv ices 
Department. 

4. This Permit is a covena nt runnin g with the subject property and shall be binding upon the 
Owner /Permittee and any successo r or successors , and the interests of any successor shall be 
subject to each and every cond ition set out in thi s Permit and all refere nced documents. 

5. The continu ed use of this Permit sha ll be subject to the regulations of this and any other 
applicable govern mental agency. 

6. Issua nce of this Perm it by the City of San Diego does not authorize the Owner /Perm ittee 
for this perm it to violate any Federal, State or City laws, ordinan ces, regulations or policies 
including , but not limited to, the Endangered Species Act of 1973 [ESA) and any amendm ents 
thereto ( 16 U.S.C. § 1531 et seq .). 

7. The Owner /Perm ittee shall secure all necessary building permits. The Owner /Permitte e is 
informed that to secure these perm its, substantial modificati ons to the buildin g and site 
improvements to comply with applicable building , fire, mechanical and plumbing codes and 
State law requ iring access for disab led peop le may be required. 

8. Construction plan s shall be in substan tial conformity to Exhibit "A." No changes , 
modification s or alterations shall be made unless appropriate applicat ion(s) or amendment( s) to 
this Permit have been granted.

9. A ll of the conditions contained in this Permit have been considered and have been 
determined to be necessary in orde r to make the findings required for this Permit. It is the intent 
of the C ity that the ho lde r of this Permit be required to comply with each and every condition in 
order to be afforded the specia l rights which the holde r of the Perm it is entitled as a result of 
obta ining this Permit. 

In the event that any conditi on of this Permit , on a lega l challenge by the Owner /Permittee 
of this Permit , is found or held by a cou rt of competent jurisdiction to be inva lid, unenforceable , 
or unreasonable , this Pennit sha ll be void. Howeve r, in such an event, the Owner/Perrnittee shall 
have the right, by paying applicable processing fees, to bring a request for a new permit without 
the "inva lid" conditi ons(s) back to the discretionary body which approved the Permit for a 
determination by that body as to whether all of the findings necessary for the issuance of the 
proposed perm it can still be made in the absence of the "inva lid" cond ition(s). Such hearing shall 
be a hear ing de novo and the discretionary body shall have the absolute right to approve , 
disapprove, or modify the propo sed permit and the conditi on(s) conta ined therein. 

I 0. The applicant sha ll defend , indemnify , and hold harml ess the City, its agents , office rs, and 
empl oyees from any and all claims, actions , proceedings , dam ages , j udgments , or costs, 
including attorney ' s fees , agains t the City or its agents , officers , or employees , relating to the 
issuance of this permit includin g, but not limited to, any action to attack, set aside, vo id, 
challenge, or annul this development approval and any environmental document or decision. The 
City w ill prom ptly not ify applicant of any claim , act ion , or proceeding and, if the City should fail 
to cooperate fully in the defen se, the applicant shall not thereafter be respo nsible to defend , 
indemnify, and hold harml ess the C ity or its agen ts, officers , and employees. The City may elect 
to conduct its own defense , participate in its own defense , or obtain independent lega l cou nsel in 
defense of any claim related to this indemnification. In the eve nt of such elect ion , applicant shall 
pay all of the costs related thereto , inc luding without limitation reasonable attorney ' s fees and 
cos ts. In the event of a disagreement between the City and app licant regarding litigatio n issues , 
the City sha ll have the authority to control the litigation and make litigation related decisions , 
including , but not limit ed to , settle ment or other di spos ition of the matt er. However , the applicant 
shall not be required to pay or perform any settleme nt unless such settlement is approved by 
applicant. 

ENGINEERING REQUIREMENTS: 

11. Prior to the issuance of any construction perm its, the appl icant shall incorporate any 
const ructio n Best Management Pract ices necessary to comply with Chapte r 14, Artic le 2, 
Division I (Grad ing Regulations) of the Municipal Code , into the const ruction plans or 
speci ficat ions. 

12. Prior to the issua nce of any cons tru ction permits , the applicant shall submit a Water 
Pol lution Control Plan (WPC P). The WPCP shall be prepared in accordance wit h the guidelines 
in Appendix E of the C ity's Storm Water Standard s. 

13. Any party on who m fees, dedications, reservations or othe r exactions have been imposed as 
cond itio ns of approval of this development permit , may protest the impos ition v:ithin 90 days of

the approval of this development pennit by filing a written protest with the City Clerk pursuant 
to California Governme nt Code 66020. 

PLANNING/DESIGN REQUIREMENTS: 

14. A topographical survey confonning to the provisions of the SDMC may be requir ed if it is 
determined , during construction , that there may be a conflict between the building(s) under 
construct ion and a condit ion of this Penn it or a regulation of the und erlying zone. The cost of 
any such survey shall be borne by the Owner /Pennittee. 

15. Prior to the issuance of a construction pennit, the Pennittee shall provide certificat ion 
providing ev idence that the cumulative field measurements of radio frequency power densities 
for all antennas installed on the premises comply wit h federal standards. 

16. All equipme nt, including transfonners, emergency generators and air conditio ners sha ll be 
designed and operated consistent with the City noise ordinance. Ventilation openings shall be 
baffled and directed away from residential areas. Vib ration resonance of operati ng equipm ent in 
the equ ipment enclosures shall be elimi nated. 

17. Prior to obta ining a Constr uction Permit the following items must be illustrated on the 
construction drawings; coax cable tray, meters , telco , A/C units , generator receptacles , cable 
runs , bridges , dog houses and external ports. These appurtenances must be minimized visua lly 
so as to avoid the effect of chang ing the outwa rd appearance of the project from what was 
approved on the exh ibit s. 

18. The applica nt of record is responsib le for notifying the city prior to the sale or takeover of 
this site to any other provider. 

19. This wireless commun ication facility sha ll be removed or replaced if it is detennined that 
the facil ity or components of the facility are obso lete . 

20. The building materials and paint used for the parapet screening wall extension sha ll not 
resu lt in any noticeable lines or edges in the transition from the existing building. The radio 
frequency material and parapet addition shall be maintained free of peeling paint and damaged 
paneling. Repairs and maintenance shall be made to the facility immediately , upon request by 
the City .

Conditional Use Permit - Section 126 .0305 

1. The propos ed dev elopment will not adversely affect the applic able land use 
plan; 

The City of San Diego's General Plan (UD- 15) requires that the visua l impact of wireless 
facilities be minimized by conceal ing wire less facilities in existing structures or using screen ing 
techniques to hide or blend them into the surrounding area. The plan also calls for these facilities 
to be designed to be aesthetically pleasing and respectfu l of the neighborhood context. 
Furthermore, the plan states that equipmen t associate d with wire less facilities be concealed from 
view. Since the antennas associated with this wireless facility are located within a faux chimn ey 
behind radio frequency (RF) transparent screen ing walls , designed to integrate architectura lly 
with the existing building , the antennas are concealed from view thus complying with the 
requirements of the General Plan. In addition, the equipm ent associa ted with this faci lity is 
located within the interior of the existing building , and is concea led. Therefore , this facility will 
not adversely affect the applicab le land use plan . 
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2. The proposed development will not be detrimental to the public health, safety, and 
welfare; 

The Telecommunication Act of 1996 preempts local governme nts from regulating the 
"placement, construction and modification of wireless communication facilities on the basis of 
the environmenta l effects of Radio Frequency (RF) emissions to the extent that such facilities 
comply with the Federal Communication Commission's (FCC) standards for such emissions. " 
The proposed project would be consistent with the FCC 's regulations for wire less facil ities. To 
insure that the FCC standards are being met, a condition has been added to the permit to requir e 
that AT&T perform a cumulative model RF test and submit the finding in a report to the City of 
San Diego prior to the issuance of a building permit. In additio n, since this facility is located on a 
building with residential use, a condition has been added to the permit to also require an "on-air " 
radio frequency study to demonstrate compliance once the facility has been activated. Therefor e, 
based on the above, the project would not result in any significant health or safety risks to the 
surround ing area. 

3. The proposed development will comply to the maximum extent feasible with 
the regulations of the Land Development Code; and 

The project complies with the intent of all applicable development regulations of the Land 
Development Code and the City of San Diego Wireless Communication Facility (WCF) 
Regulations (Land Development Code Section 141.0420). This section of the code require s that 
WCF 's be minimally visible through a variety of design techniques. In this case, the antennas are 
mounted behind a new architecturally integrated RF transparent chimney on an existing building. 
The associated equipment is located within the existing building. The existing use of the property 
is a residential use in a residential zone and as such, require s a Conditional Use Permit, Process 4. 
The project does propose to deviate from the 40 foot height limit which is being processed with 
the approval of a Planned Development Permit. Therefore, this project complies with the 
applicable regulations of the Land Development Code. 

4. The proposed use is appropriate at the proposed location. 

Typically , the City of San Diego's first preferen ce is that WCF's be located on property 
containing non-residentia l uses. In this case , the height of the existing apartment building allows 
the carrier to obtain the required coverage object ive. The carrier has conducted coverage studies 
and has determined that no other structures within the "sea rch ring" would be able to prov ide the 
height required to meet the coverage objective . The proposed antennas will be concealed from 
view behind an RF transparent chimney. In addition, another carrier is located in a similar 
fashion on an adjacent building. Based on the concea lment of the antennas and associated 
equipment and the carrier's coverage and height requirement s, this facility is appropriate at the 
proposed location.

In addition , the equipment associated with this facility is 
located within the interior of the existing building , and is concealed. Therefore , this facility will 
not adversely affect the applicable land use plan. 

2. The proposed development will not be detrimental to the public health , safety, and 
welfare;

Therefore , 
based on the above, the project would not result in any significant health or safety risks to the 
surrounding area. 

3. The proposed development will comply with the regulations of the Land Development 
Code; 

This development comp lies with all applicable regulations of the Land Development Code , 
except for the 40 foot height limit of the RM-2-5 zone. This project proposes to deviate 7 feet IO 
inches from the height limit for a total faux chimney height of 4 7 feet IO inches. The Planned 
Development Permit allows for certain deviations from regulations , such as height , if certain 
findings can be made. 

A variety of chimneys of varying heights (some at 43 feet tall) already exist as part of this 
apartment complex. The additional chimney at this height will blend in with the existing 
chimneys and architectura l features on site. Chimneys are taller than the buildings that they serve 
and in this case a chimney of this height will not look out of the ordinary . In addition, the first 
level of the building serves as a parking garage at a slightly lower elevation than the surrounding 
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finished grade. This makes the chimney seem as if it is lower than 47 feet when viewed from the 
street. Even though the proposed faux chimney is taller than the zone height limit, the project is 
still compatible with the existing development and regulations. 

4. The proposed development, when considered as a whole, will be beneficial to the 
community ; and 

This project will be beneficial to the community. The facility provides wireless communicat ion 
services for users of cell phones and other devices. The facility provides these wireless serv ices 
in a way that is aesthetically pleasing and blends in with the residential context that surrounds it. 
Therefore, this development will be beneficial to the community. 

5. Any proposed deviations pursuant to Section I26.0602(b)(l) are appropriate for this 
location and will result in a more desirable project than would be achieved if designed in 
strict conformance with the development regulations of the applicable zone. 

This project proposes to deviate 7 feet IO inches from the height limit of 40 feet for the RM-2-5 
zone. This will result in a faux chimney 4 7 feet IO inches tall. A chimney of this height is 
appropria te at this location as a variety of chimneys of vary ing heights (some at 43 feet tall) 
already exist as part of this apartment complex. The additiona l chimney at this height will blend 
in with the existing chimneys and architectura l features on site. Chimneys are taller than the 
buildings that they serve and in this case a chimney of this height will not look out of the 
ordinary. In addition, the first level of the building serves as a parking garage at a slightly lower 
elevation than the surroundin g finished grade. This makes the chimney seem as if it is lower than 
47 feet when viewed from the street. 

If this project was designed in strict conformance with the regulations, additional chimneys or 
other antenna facilities would be necessary to meet the same coverage object ives that the 
currently proposed faux chimney and antennas provide. A lower height would potentially require 
the chimney to be located in a more prominent location toward the entrance or perimeter of the 
property, as opposed to the more central internal location currently proposed. The propose d 
chimney is not out of line with other existing building features and it is more preferable to keep 
the number of additional chimneys at the minimum amount necessary . The proposed facility 
conso lidates the four additional antennas in one chimney and is in a manner that complies with 
the applicable regulations. 

Therefore , the faux chimney at this height is appropriate at this location and results in a more 
desirable project than if it was designed in strict conformance with the development regulations 
for the RM-2-5 zone. 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that, based on the findings hereinbefore adopted by the Planning 
Commission , CONDITIONAL USE PERMIT NO. 593089 and PLANNED DEVELOPMENT PERMIT 
NO. 593090 are hereby GRANTED by the Planning Commission to the referenced Owner/Permittee , in 
the form, exhibits, terms and conditions as set forth in Permit Nos. 593089 and 593090, a copy of which 
is attached hereto and made a part hereof.
