l.ssuc(s): Should the Planning Commission approve an Extension of Time Permit for a 
new automotive service station with a carwash and alcohol sales that was approved on 
March II, 20 I 0 and was set to expire on March 25, 20 13? 

Staff Recommendation: APPROVE Extension ofTime Permit ~o. 1081720. 

Communitv Planning Group Recommendation: On April I. 2013, the City Heights 
Area Planning Committee voted 12-0-1 to approve a motion supporting the extension of 
time with no new conditions or recommendations (Attacluncnt 9). 

Other Recommendations: The San Diego Police Department's Vice Officer provided a 
written recommendation and conditions to the Planning Commission in 2010 
(Attou:hment 12). The SDPD wos contacted as part oflhi$ application and determined the 
previous recommendation and pt.'mlit conditions regarding the Conditional Usc Penn it 
for alcoho l sales remain valid. 

ttn viroumental Re-vicn: Mitigated Negative Declaration (~o. 157243) was prepared 
and certified for the original project. This CKtcnsion of time (EOT) \\U~ reviewed by the 
Environmental Analysis Section and it was determined that, in accordance with the 
California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) Guidelines Section 15162(a): (I) no 
substantial changes are proposed to the project which would req111re maJor revisions of 
the previous Mitigated :-.legativc Declaration (Attachment 7). 



liisca l lmpact Statemen t: None. All of the cost associated with this application is paid 
for by the applicant. 

Code Enforcement Impact: None. There are no code viola.tions associated with tllis 
project. 

Housing Impact Statement: None. There is no residential is component included as a 
part of this ~'.Orruuercial. 

BACKGROUND 

The 0.95-acre site is located at 3359 University Avenue (Attachment 1) witilin the Mid-City 
Communities Plan Area City Heights Neighborhood, the Central Urbarlizcd Plru.med District and 
the CC-5-4 and RM-2-5 Zones of the Land Development Code (Attachment2). The subject 
property is developed with 11 24-hour automobile service station tl1at includes a small 
convenienue store <md two service bays. A free-standing uanopy covers five fueling pumps and 
the lot bas three I 0,000-gallon Lmderground storage tanks. The property is .surrounded by a 
vuriety of commercial and residential land uses and is adjacent to interstate 805 (Attachment 3). 
The Mid-City Communities Plan designates the project si te for commercial and mixed usc 
development (Attaclm1ent 2). 

Condi tional Usc Permit (CUP) No. 87-1006 was issued on March 25. 1988, to allow the 
renovation of the existing 24-hour gas station. Tbat CUP allowed lor the construction of the 
existing facility and a 646-square-foot car wash facility. The car wash was never constructed. 

On March I I, 20 t 0, the Plan11i11g Cu11uui~~iuu pla~:t:d PlaruH.:tl Dcvelopment Permit No. 64835 1 
and Conditional Use Penuit :-.Jo. 560268 on the Conscm Agenda and voted 7-0-1 approving an 
entitlement for the demolition of the existing facilities an.d the construction of a new 3,076 
square-foot convenience store with a merchandise area, casllier, food preparation area_ walk in 
cooler. office space, a storage room, two resu·ooms and an outside patio and seating area. The 
application also proposes the sale of beer ru1d wine, through a Type 20 Beer and Wine License. 
The project requires 10 off-street parking spaces whereas 19 spaces (including one accessible 
space) and one loading spaue are provided. The building would feature a cement plaster finish, 
recessed windows and doors, along with required landscaping. 1l1e prop(lsed CUP would 
supersede the existing CUP issued for this s ite in 1988 and all relevant' permit conditions were 
inC01110rated into the new permit (Attachment 6). 

DISCUSS TON 

Project Description: 

-nlis applicatitm is J:or an Extension of Time Penn it to extend the previous March 25, 2013 
expiration date an additional tl1ree years to March 25, 2016. The City of San Diego Land 
Development Code (LDC) allows previously approved pennits that have not been utilized wi thin 
the prescribed time limit to apply for such an extension. LDC Section 126.01 1 l states that an 
expi ration date of an approved development pem1ii may be extended one or more times_ 
provided the extensions do noi exceed a total of36 months beyond the expiration ofthe initial 
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utilization period. An application for an extension of time is reviewed to dctenn inc whether the 
proposed development has significantly changed or is in substantial confonnance with the 
approved development pcnnit. An extension of time may be approved without new conditions if 
the decision maker 11nds thal the project, as ()liginal!y approved and without any new conditions, 
would nol place the occupants of the proposed development or the inunediate community in a 
condition dangerous to their healtl1 or safety; and that the previous entitlement docs not conflict 
with any current state or federal law. An EOT can also be approved wi th new conditions if the 
decision maker finds a new condi tion is req uired in order tor the previous project to comply with 
a state or federal law. 

Staff reviewed tbe proposed Extension of Time for the Universi ty CheVTon project and 
determined the project proposes no changes to the original design and that the proj ect would 
comply with all current state and federal laws without any new permit conditions. 

Environmenhll Analvs is: 

Mi tigated Negative Declaration No. 157243 (Attachment 7) was prepared and certified tor the 
oliginal project and a subsequent review for this application determined there are no changes 
proposed to tbc project which would require revisions to tl1e previous environmental document. 
111C MND provides traffic mitigation requiring specific travel lane and signal improvements to 
the adjacent Boundary Street between Univers ity Avem.1e and North Park Way and would still be 
required with the extension of time prior to obtaining any grading or building permit. 

Conclus ion: 

The Lam.l Develupmcut Code cstablisltcs a pro~:css whereby the cxpirmiun dale ora previously 
approved development permit can be extended up to an additional 36 months i fthere are no 
substantial changes lt) the prt>ject and no change in state or federal laws that would now apply to 
the development. No additional conditions are applied to an extension of time unless required to 
protect the health and safety of the conununity. The applicant for the approved Chevron 
redevelopment plan has requested a three-year extension and stall has concluded there are no 
changes proposed to the project and no new condi tions are req uired to protect the health and 
safety of the SUJTounding area. TherefOJe, staffsupp011s the extension of time and has provided 
drl!ft find ings to affirm the project {Attachment 5).

WHEREAS, CHEVRON USA INC, Owner/Pennittee, 111ed an application with the City of San 
Diego lor a three-year Extension ofTime to Planned Development Penn it (PDP) No. 648351 and 
Conditional Use Pennit (CUP) No. 560268, for the demolition of an existing automobile service station 
and construction of a new automobile service station and car wash. TI1c proJect site is located 3359 
University Avenue in the CC-5-4 and RM-2-5 Zones, of the Central Urbanized Planned Distticl within 
the City Heights Redevelopment Pr.ojecl Area, in the City Heights Neighborhood of the Mid-City 
Communities Plan area. The project site is legally described as Lots I and 2 of Dassel Subdivison, Map 
No. 6780; and 

WHEREAS, all associated pem1its shall con!-onn to the previously approved Exhibit "A" and 
conditions on file with the Development Services Department pursuant to Planned Development Permit 
No. 648351 and Conditional Usc Penni! No. 560268, with the exception of the expiration date; and 

WHEREAS, the acti vity is covered under Mitigated Negative Declaration No. 157243. The 
activity is adequately addressed in the environmental document and there is no change in circumstance, 
additional information, or project changes to warrant additional cnvironrncmal review.

I. The project as originally approved and without any new conditions would not place the 
occupants of the proposed development or the immediate comnmnity in a condition 
dangerous to their health or safety. 

There are no substantive changes proposed in the project that would place the occupants or 
immediate community in a condition dangcrOll~ to their health and safety. The proposed project 
would not change other than the expiration date to utili7.e the previously approved pem1it. The 
physical conditions of the site and surrounding neighborhood under whicil the previous projec1 
was approved have not materially changed and no new cor1ditions arc required to address public 
health and safety. All previous conditions \)r Planned Development Permit No. 64835 1 and 
Conditional Use Permit No. 560268 would remai.J.1 in full force and effect.

9. Construction plans sh.all be in substantial confonnity to Exhibit "A." Changes, 
modifications, or alterations tn the construction plans are prohibited unless appropriate 
application($) or amendment(s) to this Permit have been granted. 

10. All of the conditions contained in this Pcnnit have been considered and were detennined­
neccssary to make lhe lindings requi red tor approval of this Penn it. The Permit holder is 
required to comply with eHcll <md every condition in order to mailltaut d1e entitlements th~t are 
granted by this Permit. 

It any condition ofthis Pem1it, on a legal challenge by the Owner/Pemlittee of this Petmit, is 
ti.lltnd or held by a court of competent jurisdiction to be illValid, unenforceable, or unreasonable. 
tl1is Permit shaU be void. However, iu such an event. the Owncr!Pennittec shall have the tight, 
by paying applicahle ]xocessing fees. to hring a request t(Jr a new penn it without the "invalid" 
eonditions(s) back to tJ1e discretiouary body which approved the Perulit for a determination by 
that body as to whcd1er all oflhe findings necessary for the issuance of the proposed pem1il can 
still be made in the absence oflhe "invalid" condition(s). Such hearing shall be a hearing de 
novo, and the d-iscretionary INdy shall have the absolute right to approve, disapprove. or modify 
the proposed penni! and the condition(s) contained therein.

The City will promptly notify Owner/Pennittee of any claim, action, or proceeding <md, if the 
City should fail to cooperate fully in the defense, the Owner;l>ennittee shall not thereafter be 
responsible to defend. indcnmify, and hold hannless the City or its agents, officers, and 
employees. The City may elect to conduct its own defense, participate in its own det·ense, or 
obtain independent legal counsel in defense of any claim related to this indemnification. In the 
event of such election, Owner!Pemlittee shall pay all of the costs related thereto, including 
without limitation reasonable attorney's fees and costs. lu the event of a disagreement between 
the City and Owner/Permittee regarding litigation issues, the City shall have the authority to 
contTOI the litigation and make litigation related decisions, including, but not limited to, 
settlement or other disposition of the matter. However, the Owner/Permitte-e shall not be required 
to pay or perform any settlement unless such settlement is approved by Owncr/Pcnnittee.

Environmental Re~iew: Mitigated Negative Declaration No. I 57243 has been prepared 
for the project in accordance with State of Calilomia Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) 
Guidelines. A Mitigation, Monitoring and Reporting Program has been prepared and will 
be implemented, which will reduce, to a level of insignificance, any potential impacts 
identified in the environmental review process.

BACKGROUND 

The 0.95-acre project site is located at 3359 University Avenue in the CC-5-4 and RM-2-5 Zones 
of the Central Urbanized Planned District within the City Heights Redevelopment Project Area, 
in the City Heights Neighborhood of the Mid-City Communities Plan area (Attachment 1 ). The 
subject property is developed with a 24-hour automobile setvice station and includes a 1,971-
square-foot convenience store, two service bays, five fueling pumps and three 10,000-gallon 
underground storage tanks. The property is surrounded by a variety of commercial and 
residential land uses and is adjacent to interstate 805 (Attachment 3). The Mid-City Communities 
Plan designates the project site for commercial and mixed use development (Attachment2). 

Conditional Use Permit (CUP) No. 87-1006 was issued on March 25, 1988, to allow the 
renovation of the existing 24-hour gas station. The CUP allowed for the construction of a 1, 971-
square-foot convenience store, two service bays and a 646-square-toot car wash facility. The car 
wash was never constructed and the this new proposed CUP will supersede the existing CUP 
issued for this site. 

DISCUSSION 

P rojcct Descriptiou 

The proposed project would demolish the existing structure which contains a convenience store, 
storage and service bays and construct a new convenience store and remodel the e..xisting five 
1i.teling stations. The project also proposes the installation of a new l 0,000-gallon, Xerxes 
double-wall underground storage tank. The proposed convenience store would be 3,076 square 
feet and consist of a merchandise area, cashier area, floor preparation area, walk in cooler, office, 
storage room and two restrooms as well as a patio located on the northern side of the building. 
The applicant is proposing to sell beer and wine, through a Type 20 Beer and Wine License 
within the convenience store where there is no ex.isting Type 20 Beer and Wine license. 
The req11ired parking for the proposed project is I 0 parking spaces and 19 parking spaces 
(including one accessible space) tmd one loading space are provided. The building would feature 
a cement plaster finish, recessed windows and doors, along wit11landscapiog to provide visual 
interest and reduce the bulk of the strucrure. 

The Mid-City Communities Plan desig11ates the subject site for commercial and mixed use 
development. The Plan does not speci-fically address applications for alcohol sales. The 
Commercial Element of the Plan recommends the provision of a wide range of commercial 
goods and se1vices in the City Heights community as wet! as the provision of convenience 
shopping facilities within or adjacent to higher density residential neighborhoods. The proposed 
use would be consistent with the commonity plan. 

-2-
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Required Pcnnits 

The project as proposed requires a Process 3, Conditional Use Pem1it (CUP) in accordance \\~th 
section 126.0303 of the San Diego Municipal Code (SDMC) for the sale of alcohol (beer and 
wine only) and a Process 4 Plmmed Development Permit (PDP) per section 126.0602(b)(1) for 
deviations from setbacks and transparency requirements as described in the "Planned 
Development Pennit" section below. All actions will be consolidated under this application and 
processed concurrently, pursuant to the Consolidation of Processing regulations contained in 
Municipal Code Section 112.0103. The decision to approve, conditionally approve, or deny the 
project will be made by the Planning Commission and that decision is appealable to the City 
Council. 

Conditional Use Pem1it 

The applicant is requesting permission to allow a Type 20 Off-Sale ABC License. which 
allows tlte sale ofbcer and wine for offsite consumption, at tlle convenience store. Tite 
Municipal Code permits the sale of alcohol fa~ off-site consumption within a convenience 
store as a limited use pursuant to Section J 41.0502(b) of the lDC if certain location 
criteria are met. A Conditional Use Permit (CUP) is required for this site because the site 
is loeated witllin a census tract, where the general crime rate exceeds tl1e citywide 
average general crime rate by more than 20 percent; within l 00 feet of residentially 
zoned property; witllin 600 feet of a recreation ceoter and church; and is widlin an 
adopted Redevelopment Project Area. Below are the criteria listed in Section 
141.0502(b) and 1m explanation of how lhey relate to tllis site: 

I. Within a census tract, or within 600 feet of a census tract, where the general crime 
rate exceeds the citywide average general crime rate by more d1at1 20 percent 
The project site is within census tract No. 24.01. Statistics provided by the San 
Diego Police Department for this census tract show the area to be 152.1 percent 
of the citywide average crime rate (Attachment 11). A census tract is considered 
to have "high crime" [{the crime rate exceeds 120 percent of the city-wide 
average. Therefore, a CUP is required for this project. 

2. Within a census tract, or with.in600 feet of a census tract, where the ratio of 
alcohol beverage outlets exceeds the standards established by the California 
Business and Professional Code (Section23958.4): The project site i.v located 
within census tract No. 24.0 I which permits a total offour off-sale alcoholic 
beverage outlets. There are curremly thtee ojj:sale alcohol beverage out leis 
within the census n·act and the addition oflhe proposed outlet would not exceed 
the allowable limil. Therefore, a CUP is not required based on this.faclorforthis 
project. 

3. Tn an adopted Redevelopment Project Area: The project site is located within the 
City Heights Redevelopment Project Area. Therefore a CUP is required for this 
project.

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4. Within 600 feet of a public or private accredited school, a public park, a 
playground or recreational area, a church except those established in accordance 
with Section 141.0404(a), a hospital, or a San Diego County welfare dishict 
office: The project sitr: is located within 600 feel of the Colina del Sol Park & 
Recreation Center cmd wlihin 200 feel of a Buddhist Temple. Therefore a CUP is 
required for tltis project. 

5. Within I 00 feet of a residentially zoned property: T11e project site is within 100 
feet of residentially zoned property. Therefore a CUP is required.for this project. 

The San Diego Police Department (SDPD) has recommended approval of the reque.~ted 
Conditional Use Permit to allow the sale of alcohol for offsite consumption at this 
location (Attachment 12). Their support for this request. is based on the fact that the 
operator has not been convicted of a felony, it would not exceed the allowable number of 
alcohol licenses and the business would not be dettimental to the public health, safety, 
and welfare of the community and city. 

The SDPD, in coordination with the California Department of Alcohol Beverage Control 
(ABC), has made recommendations on the project regarding display and container 
requirements to ensure compliance with City and State regulations. Additional 
conditions have been placed on the project by the Development Services Department to 
also ensure compliance with the Municipal Code requirements. These conditions are 
listed in the Conditional Use Permit (Attachment 6). 

Planned Development Permit 

The applicant has applied for a Planned Developme11t Permit per section !26.0602(b) of 
the SDMC to allow for the three deviatioru; listed below, all of which are supported by 
staff:: The deviations are summarized as iollows: 

a. A deviation to allow a front yard setback of22 feet along the frontage where a 
maximum front yard setback of I 0 feet is required; 

b. A deviation to allow a side yard setback of 5 feet where a setback of either 0 feet 
or l 0 feet is the minirrturn required; 

c. A deviation to allow l !6 square feet of h·ansparency in the street wall where a 
mininunn of 149 square feel of lrllnsparency is required. 

Front Setback Deviation 

The project proposes a deviation to allow a front yard setback of22 feel along the 
frontage where a maximum front yard setback of 10 feel is re4uired along at least 70% of 
the street frontage. Staff supports this deviation to ensure the proposed convenience 
store is as close to University Avenue as possible but still allows the functional use of the 
site as a service station and the addition of the patio is placed in fi·ont of the building for 
use by pedestrians. Staff detennined this building orientation llnd site design enhances 
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ATIACHMENT 11 

and promotes pedestrian interaction along University Avenue which is the purpose and 
intent of the regulation. 

Street Side Setback Deviation 

The projec[ proposes a deviation to allow a side yard setback of 5 feet where a setback of 
either 0 feet or I 0 feet is the maximum required. The east property line is bounded by the 
north on-ramp to Interstate 805. The building location is constrained by the unusual 
shape of the property, particularly along the east property li11e which is configured by ihe 
curved radius of the freeway on-ramp. In addition, a new 35-foot access easement for the 
Wastewater Department will be required and all buildings must be a minimum of 10 feet 
from the sewer easement, which further constrains the project site. Staff supports the 
deviation as it allows the building to be moved closer to University Avenue in order to 
promote pedestrian interaction along University Avenue and for the project to maintain 
the required 1 0-foot setback required from the sewer easement. 

T ransparencv Deviation 

The projecl proposes a deviation to allow 116 square feet of transparency in the street 
wall where a minimum of 149 square feet of transparency is required. Staff supports this 
deviation, as this is where the proposed patio is located for use by pedestrians. The 
orientation of the structure as wet! as the patio creates a pedestrian friendly environment 
and interest for the pedestrians along University Avenue, which is the purpose and intent 
of the regulation. 

W11en considering the project os n whole, these deviations are minor in scope nnd the proposed 
modifications provide for a more attractive design than would be achieved through the strict 
application of the development regulations. 

Environmental Analvsis 

Mitigated Negative Declaration (MND) No. 157243 dated February II, 2010, has been prepared 
for the project in accordance with State ofCalifomia Environmental Quality Act {CEQA) 
Guidelines. The MND requires the implementation of a Mitigatlon, Monitoring and Reporting 
Program (MMRP) to reduce potential impacts to Transportation/Circulation resources to below a 
level of significance. The MMRP would require re-striping of existing streets and the addition of 
an exclusive northbound right tum lane. 

Communi tv Planning Group Recommendations: 

The City Heights Area Planning Committee reviewed the proposed project on several occasions. 
The original motion, taken on October 7, 2008 (Attacrment 9), to approve the project passed 16-
0-0. Later, in the same meeting there was discussion regarding the sale of alcohol and they took 
another motion to deny the project as proposed and that passed 9-4-2. The applicant retomed 10 

the group fbr reconsideration on July 7, 2009, and the project as proposed was passed 13·2·0 
with the recomwendation to include additional cameras in the security system to allow 
surveillance of the entire premises. The applicant has voluntarily agreed to this condition . 
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CONCLUSION 

The intent of the Conditional Use Pennit procedures is to review proposed uses on a case-by­
case basis to determine whether or not and under what conditions the use roay be approved at a 
given site. As required by the Municipal Code, U1e sale of alcohol tbr off-site consumption at 
this site will be regulated through a Conditional Use Pemtil. Alcohol sales are also regulated by 
the Califomia Department of Alcoholic Beverage Ct)ntrol and enforced by the San Diego Police 
Department. Staff has reviewed the request for a Conditional Use PeJmit and a Planned 
Development Permit and all issues identified through the review process have been resolved in 
couf01mance with adopted City Council policies and regulatious of tl1e Land Development Code. 
Staff has provided draft findings to support approval of the development pennits (Attachment 7) 
and draft conditions of approval (Attachment 6). Staff recommends the Planning C.ommission 
approve tlle project as proposed. 

ALTERNATIVES: 

I. Approve Planned Development Permit No. 648351 and Conditional Use Permit No. 
560268, with modifications. 

2. Deny Planned Development Permit No. 648351 and Conditional Use Permit No. 560268, 
if the findings required to approve tlle pro jeer carmol be affirmed.
