CALL TO ORDER — REGULAR MEETING
Roll Call

NON-AGENDA PUBLIC COMMENT

For issues that are not on the agenda and are within the jurisdiction of the
Rancho Bernardo Community Planning Board. Please submit requests to
speak prior to the start of the meeting. There can be no discussion or
action, other than a referral. Three minutes per speaker.

Board member Joe Dirks commented that speed limit changes on West
Bernardo Dr. between Duenda and Aguamiel Roads were implemented
without public input. Oaks North resident Harold Johnston stated that
Board members were not present for the Oct. Administrative meeting
and questioned whether setting the agenda was a violation of the Brown
Act. Vice Chair Teri Denlinger responded that per the Board’s bylaws,
the Administrative Committee (less than a quorum) sets the agenda and
the public cannot place items on the agenda for consideration. Mr.
Johnston also remarked about a Board member's comments to the
audience during the Sept. meeting. Sterling McKahl representing Nathan
Fletcher introduced himself and provided information on bills approved
by the State Legislature.

Teri Denlinger reminded members about the # of absences that can be
missed and commented that certain members could be forced to vacate
their seats; however, the absences were not yet consecutive.

He responded to questions about
the road repair list and provided the Board with written material that
described Carl DeMaio’s recommendations on how to address the
City’s financial deficit. Mr. Straw also acknowledged that the Sign
Advisory Committee would make the final decision on selected
designs, and will consider results of the completed survey.

Cathy Pieroni from the City Public Utilities Department gave a
presentation on the City’s proposed Water Demonstration Project and
responded to questions from Board members.

Teri.Denlinger reviewed a Brown Act violation by a Board member.
The Administrative Committee believed that the violation was
unintentional and the member agreed to be more careful when
communicating.

ITEM #9 PROPOSAL FOR CROSS WALK & STOP SIGNS VOTING ITEM
Robin Kaufman presented the Traffic Committee recommendation
that crosswalks and stop signs be installed at the corner of Acena
Drive and Obispo Road. Motion by Renstrom, 2 by Kaufman to
approve proposal and recommend that it be implemented by the City.
Motion approved 15-0-0 (member left prior to vote).

ITEM #10 AFFORDABLE HOUSING & SUSTAINABILITY VOTING ITEM

Teri Denlinger presented the City’s proposed Policy 600-27 that deals
with low-cost housing. Mr. Dell’Angela stated that the Board should not
recommend approval of the Policy as presently written and outlined
recommendations. The Vice Chair will submit recommendations to
CPC. Motion by Dell’Angela, 2 by Leitner that the Board recommend
to CPC that no final action be taken on the proposed policy and that
the Boards recommended changes and comments be considered.
