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• Collision Database (1999-2012) 

– 14 years of collision reports were utilized to 

determine exact locations of pedestrian collisions. 

• Traffic Data

• Field Observations & Measurements 

– sidewalk widths, buffer widths, crossing distance, 

crossing restrictions, bus stops, etc.
