safety fair and other events. 

-The RB Community Council is hosting a PUSD board of directors candidate forum 

September 30, 6:30 pm, Ed Brown Center. Past forums hosted by the RBCC has had 

standing room only (over 100 attendees).  The same is expected for this event. 

-The RB Community Council’s Public Safety Committee submitted letters (approved by 

the full Council) to the City of San Diego and our Council office regarding West 

Bernardo Drive safety concerns brought forth by numerous residents. 

-The RB Community Council’s Public Safety Committee has been working closely with 

the police in the removal of a local vagrant camp.

ITEM #1   CALL TO ORDER/ROLL CALL – REGULAR MEETING: Meeting was called to order 7:03 

pm by the chair. A quorum was met with 11 out of 13 members present. 
 

ITEM #2  NON-AGENDA PUBLIC COMMENT: Katie Newbanks, RB resident and candidate for the 

Poway Unified School Board of Directors, presented herself, giving pertinent information on why she is running for 

the position.. Harold Johnston, RB resident, expressed his concerns regarding the Bernardo Winery A-frame signs 

placed on sidewalks and medians for 48 hour periods to promote the Friday farmers market on a weekly basis and 

longer periods of time for other events taking place at their location.  Robin Kaufman, resident and board member, 

commented on lack of transparency by the chair and informed the board that  Lou Dell Anglea removed her from the 

bylaws committee he chairs as he was upset with her for reserving a meeting room for another group before he 

reserved it for a meeting he wanted to hold. Tony Kempton, Planning Department representative, introduced himself, 

commenting he was present to assure we all understood the Silvergate project process. 

 

 ITEM #3  MODIFICATIONS TO AGENDA / ADOPT DRAFT AGENDA: 1) Motion made Lou Dell Angela/Roberta    

Mikles to add approval of new Development Review Chair (previous chair stepped down  from the board). This would be item

These items will be agendized after the traffic committee reviews  

them.  He also commented we will be voting on the Silvergate project in September.  The vote will focus on the project moving 

forward only to allow the City to begin the study process of the project.  Tony Kempton interjected, giving detailed information   

regarding the community plan, the general plan and traffic studies.

Dear Mr. Smith: 

 

On August 21, 2014, the Rancho Bernardo Community Planning Board reviewed the range of transportation projects 

included within the draft 2014 Regional Transportation Improvement Program (RTIP).  The 2014 RTIP, which 

presents a prioritized program designed to implement the region’s overall strategy for providing mobility and 

improving the efficiency and safety of the transportation system, includes several proposals that will benefit the 

community of Rancho Bernardo, as well as numerous proposals intended to reduce traffic congestion for commuters 

traveling along and beyond the I-15 corridor.   

 

Following a review of the draft RTIP and discussion by the Planning Board, the Rancho Bernardo Community 

Planning Board approved a motion by a vote of 11-0-0 to forward to SANDAG the following comments related to the 

draft RTIP: 

 

 MPO ID: SAN202 I-15 (BRT Station Enhancements) 

 We agree that adequate parking must be available to transit riders at the Rancho Bernardo Transit Station, 

but we also encourage SANDAG to identify appropriate parking areas to support carpooling in proximity to 

HOV direct access ramps. Carpooling plays an important role in congestion management, as well as in 

reducing greenhouse gas emissions.  Appropriately sited parking areas can improve carpooling and 

ridesharing opportunities along the I-15 corridor.  

 

 Bus Rapid Transit Service and Express Bus Service 

 Rancho Bernardo residents are fortunate to have easy access to both express bus service to downtown and 

bus rapid transit service to other locations in the region.  We do however believe that the benefits of the 

Transit Center to the employees of the Rancho Bernardo Industrial Park have been underestimated.  If access 

from the Transit Center to large employers within the industrial park was improved through the use of feeder 

buses, commuter ridership into Rancho Bernardo is likely to improve.  This could assist in relieving 

considerable traffic congestion along the I-15 corridor, particularly during the southbound evening commute.   

 

 

 

High Speed Rail 

The Rancho Bernardo Community Planning Board is on record opposing the extension of high speed rail 

into the City of San Diego via the I-15 corridor and we oppose sending funds that would facilitate its 

construction within this alignment.   

 

Class 1 Bikeways  

 The draft 2014 RTIP includes improvements to a variety of Class 1 bikeways throughout the County, but 

connectivity between these facilities appears limited.  We recommend that future updates to the RTIP 

address the potential for providing a connected network of Class 1 bikeways throughout the County to 

facilitate long-distance non-motorized travel within the region. 

 

MPO ID: SD49 (W. Bernardo Dr. between Rancho Bernardo Rd. and Poblado Rd.) 

We support and look forward to the completion of the median improvements proposed along West Bernardo 

Drive. 

 



It is apparent that the draft 2014 RTIP involved significant community and agency input, as the program appears to 

include a comprehensive and equitable approach to addressing transportation management within the region.  We 

appreciate the opportunity to review draft 2014 RTIP and to provide comments for your consideration.

Dear Mr. Pence: 

 

This letter is in response to the proposed increase in speed along the above mentioned segment of West 

Bernardo Drive in Rancho Bernardo.  After receiving numerous concerns from residents regarding the increased 

speed limit from 40 mph to 45 mph, the Rancho Bernardo Planning Board’s Traffic Committee addressed the 

matter at its August 25, 2014 meeting.  The Committee reviewed the West Bernardo Drive speed study, which 

included detailed information from the California Vehicle Code Section, Section 40802, and explained the 85% 

rule to residents. A number of concerns voiced by residents include: this portion of West Bernardo Drive is 

directly in front of the Westwood Community Center utilized by children and adults; a Poway Unified School 

District bus stop is directly in front of the Westwood Community Center; preschool children attend classes at 

the community center during the week from 8:30 am through 2:30 pm; residents of all ages often cross the street 

to get to/from the community center. The Traffic Committee unanimously agreed to recommend to the Rancho 

Bernardo Planning Board to keep the speed limit at 40 mph and not increase it to 45 mph. 

 

The Traffic Committee brought the matter to the  Rancho Bernardo Planning Board’s meeting on September 18, 

2014  for final consideration.  After hearing detailed information from the Traffic Committee regarding current 

traffic conditions and various concerns made by residents, the following motion was made: 

 

‘Motion made Robin Kaufman/              to maintain the original speed limit of 40 mph along West Bernardo 

Drive southbound between Duenda Road and Rancho Bernardo Road. The request is being made with full 

knowledge by residents that the speeds will not be radar enforceable if it remains at 40 mph.’ The  Rancho 

Bernardo Planning Board voted      -     -     to request the posting remain at the original 40 mph speed limit.

between Aguamiel Road and Interstate 15 southbound off ramp. 

 

Dear Mr. Pence: 

 

This letter is in response to the proposed increase in speed along the above mentioned segment of West Bernardo Drive in 

Rancho Bernardo.  After receiving numerous concerns from residents regarding the increased speed limit from 35 mph to 

45 mph, the Rancho Bernardo Planning Board’s Traffic Committee addressed the matter at its August 25, 2014 meeting.  

The Committee reviewed the West Bernardo Drive speed study, which included detailed information from the California 

Vehicle Code Section, Section 40802 and explained the 85% rule to residents. Traffic  concerns voiced by residents 

include: there are no street lights along this narrow strip of West Beranrdo Drive; the increased speed limit is directly in 

front of the community park, with park visitors often parking on both sides of the street during games and tournament 

play;  traffic flow would increase more than the proposed 45 mph, causing safety concerns; there are no designated 

sidewalks for pedestrians walking to/from the community park along this portion of West Bernardo Drive; the proposed 

speed increase is along the most narrow portion of the street, with no paved shoulders. Residents were made aware that 

the present speed limit of 35 mph would not be radar enforceable due to the California Speed Trap Law.  

 

After due consideration, the Traffic Committee voted unanimously to bring the matter to the full Rancho Bernardo 

Planning Board meeting on September 18, 2014  for final consideration.  After hearing detailed information pertaining to 

current traffic conditions in the affected area, and reviewing information presented by the Traffic Committee, the 

following motion was made: 

 

‘Motion made Robin Kaufamn/             to maintain the original speed limit of 35 mph along West Bernardo Drive south 

and north bound between Aguamiel Road and Interstate 15 southbound off ramp. The request is being made with full 

knowledge by residents that the speeds will not be radar enforceable if they remain at 35 mph.’ The Rancho Bernardo 

Planning Board voted   -  -  to request the posting remain at the original 35 mph speed limit.
