Reaffirming previous vote (January 2001) to approve the 
creation of 3 lots. Will allow excess right-of-way build-out of South Vista Lane and a 
reservation for the existing water main. Passed 12-0-0. (September) 

 
• Villas Andalucia – 4225 Beyer Blvd. PDP and Tentative Map waiver for 24 condos.on 

vacant parcel.  Reaffirming previous vote to approve (November 2005) with condition 
that the square footage being correct for the RM-1-1 zone for the number of units 
proposed. Applicant reduced project to 21 units. Passed 11-0-0. (September)

when it relates to the San Ysidro planning area boundaries. The planning group will also 
advise on other land use matters as requested by the City or other governmental agency. 

 
• To insure that individual development project reviews focus such review on conformity with 

the adopted Community Plan and/or the General Plan so that a formal planning group 
recommendation can be submitted no later than the end of the public review period 
offered by the environmental review process.

Report of the 2006 Election Committee 
 

In accordance with bylaws, an election for 8 seats was held on Tuesday, March 21, 2006, at the San Ysidro 
School District Office, 4350 Otay Mesa Road, San Ysidro, California. The polls opened at 5:30 p.m and closed 
at 6:30 p.m. 
 
The Election Committee qualified each voter as defined in the bylaws. Each voter received one of two ballots 
with names of the ten candidates who were properly qualified at the February 21, 2006 Regular Meeting. The 
placement of a candidate’s name on the two ballots was in a random order determined by a blind drawing. 
Each ballot was placed by the voter into a closed container provided for that purpose and it remained in plain 
view at all times. Ballots were handled and counted only by the three Election Committee members. Theresa 
Millette, City of San Diego Planning Department, and Todd Philips, San Diego Housing Commission, were the 
observers.
