3a. Medullary Study of Presidio Bird Bone: As part of the Presidio Bird Bone Study, the investigators
are requesting permission to conduct additional studies in order to determine whether the females were
in an egg-laying state at time of death. Female birds produce a specialized form of secondary bone,
called medullary bone, in the interior part of long bones, which serves as a calcium store for the
production of egg shells during the laying period. Because many of the recovered chicken bones are
complete, there is not a large sample for the study of medullary bone without using destructive
techniques. The investigators are proposing the following procedure: 1) before the bone is sawn, it will
be weighed, measured and photographed, 2) after the bone is sawn and inspected, both parts will be put
in a separate bag which will be returned to the original bone bag, 3) each sawn bone will be noted in the
database, and 4) for public exhibits the sawn bones can be neatly adhered together. It is anticipated that
the damage will be very minor but the outcome can be profoundly important in shedding light on the
lifeways of the Presidio inhabitants.

3b. Issues of Concern to Local Native Americans: The Archaeology Subcommittee will hear public
comment and discuss unresolved issues of concern to local Native Americans. This meeting will
continue the discussions from previous meetings. An updated Issues matrix will be provided at the
meeting.
