WHY: 	 To protect public health and safety during the holidays - some of the most 
dangerous days of the year for alcohol-related deaths, injuries and crime. 

NOTE: The Cities of San Diego, San Marcos, La Mesa and the County of San Diego recently 
strengthened their social host laws, often called "house party" laws. Under these laws, hosts of 
underage drinking parties face fines and assessments that can total thousands of dollars. 
Operation Full Throttle is run under the auspices of the "Avoid the 14," a San Diego Police 
Department-run program that is funded by the California Office of Traffic Safety to reduce 
underage drinking and impaired driving throughout San Diego County.
