(San Diego) The San Diego Police Department is seeking help from the public in identifying 
multiple suspects that robbed the 7-11 store at 1702 Gateway Drive on September 7,2007. 

Two suspects drove into the 7-11 store parking lot. The driver remained in the truck (engine 
running) and the passenger (suspect #1) entered the store. The first suspect immediately 
pointed a handgun at the victim and demanded money from the register. The victim opened the 
register. The suspect reached over the counter, grabbed the cash drawer and removed it from 
the register. The suspect took only the cash. Suspect #1 ran back to the waiting truck and 
jumped in. The suspects left southbound on Home Ave. toward Highway 94. 

Suspect #1 is a Hispanic male, 18-28 years, 5'8"-5'10", medium weight. thin mustache. black 
sweatshirt wlwhite writing on front, Levis. white shoes, gloves. We have no description on the 
second suspect. The suspect vehicle is a newer import pickup, silver or gold, with chrome 
wheels, Single cab.
