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Robbery Series Suspects Sought
Up to $5,000 Reward Offered

San Diego County Crime Stoppers is joining forces with several local
robbery units to help apprehend the suspects responsible for several armed
robberies that occurred between April and June 2009 at a variety of
locations around the county.

The San Diego Police Robbery Unit along with Chula Vista, National City
and El Cajon Police Robbery Units are investigating a series of armed
robberies at electronic game stores and electronics stores. One of the
suspects in these cases uses a black or silver semi-automatic handgun.

The suspects are stealing new Nintendo-Wii Game units, Microsoft-Xbox
360 Game units, Sony-Play Station 3 Game units, games for these units,
iPhones, Sprint phones and computers. The suspects have been seen in a
White Ford F-150 van, possibly with a ladder on the roof; a gray or silver
Honda Civic and a red truck. There are no photos or video of the
suspects in these cases.

Suspect descriptions:

e Hispanic male, 28-33 years, 5°6” to 6°, 180-220 lbs. with a heavy
build. He has a well-groomed, chin-strap style goatee, black hair
and brown eyes.

e Black male, 22-30 years, 5°10” — 6°2” 160-180 Ibs. with black hair.
He has a tattoo on the right side of his neck and tattoos on his arms.
