UPDATE: On December 17, 2009 two of the four suspects in this case
turned themselves in to Central Division detectives after seeing the story
on local television news shows. Julio Laurean, 21 and Freddy Valverde,
21 were booked into San Diego Central Jail on charges of 460(B) PC —
burglary.

The suspects were kicked out of a bar on 30™ Street and walked over to the
Alchemy Restaurant. They found an unlocked door behind the restaurant and
entered the business. The suspects stole a significant amount of alcohol.
