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San Diego County Crime Stoppers, working with the San Diego Police Department’s 
Traffic Division, is asking for the public’s assistance to help identify the person(s) 
responsible for illegally dumping oil on a roadway that led to a fatal traffic collision.  
 
Detectives said on April 28, 2009, around 3:15 p.m., a twenty-six year old Hispanic 
male was driving a black Ford Expedition on the eastbound State Route 94 off ramp at 
Federal Boulevard. The driver lost control when he drove over an oil spill on the 
bottom third of the off ramp. The Ford Expedition slid onto 5900 Federal Boulevard 
and in to a 12,500 pound Peterbuilt E.D.C.O. trash truck that was headed westbound 
on 5900 Federal Boulevard. The Ford Expedition struck the trash truck head-on and
the Expedition driver was killed in the collision. Other vehicles slid in the oil and were 
involved in the collision; there were no other serious injuries.  

Sometime prior to the accident, there were four (five-gallon) white plastic buckets of 
used oil products illegally dumped onto the off ramp by unknown person(s) in an 
unknown vehicle. (See photo of oil containers on page two)   

Video taken from a nearby business shows several cars driving by before and after the 
collision. (This video is available at the SDPD headquarters front counter until 5:00 
p.m. today or beginning at 7:30 a.m.) 

Traffic investigators were not able to talk with many of these drivers to gather 
information about the incident. If you were in the area of the collision before it 
happened, traffic investigators would like to speak to you.  

San Diego Police Department investigators are asking for anyone who may have 
information on the case to please call the Crime Stoppers anonymous toll-free tip line 
at (888) 580-8477.
