As the employee 
leaves the front of the business, Glasby steals a wallet or purse from that 
area. Glasby then uses the victim’s credit cards to purchase Visa gift 
cards and uses the gift cards until they no longer have any value. 
Employees of businesses in the Gaslamp and downtown San Diego areas 
should not leave their wallets or purses in areas which are easily 
accessible to the public.

Glasby is Indian, but may appear Hispanic, 34 years old, about 6’ 
tall, 190 lbs. He always carries a backpack.
