Robbery Suspect Sought 

Up to $1,000 Reward Offered 

December 17, 2009 

San Diego County Crime Stoppers is joining forces with the Special 
Operations Division of San Diego County Probation to help apprehend 
a suspect responsible for a recent robbery. 

Investigators said on November 29, 2009, Christopher Peart robbed a 
victim, while inside the victims home on Ficus Lane in San Marcos. 
During the robbery, Peart assaulted the victim with a .357 revolver; the 
victim suffered broken ribs and was knocked unconscious. Peart fled the 
scene with the revolver. 

Peart is wanted for questioning in this robbery but also has an 
unrelated, no-bail felony warrant for burglary and is wanted on a 
probation violation. 

Peart is an 18-year-old Native American, approximately 5’9”tall, about 
150 lbs., with black hair and hazel eyes; he is considered armed and 
dangerous. 

A picture of Peart is attached to page two of this release. 

Investigators are asking anyone with information on the location of 
Christopher Peart to call the Crime Stoppers anonymous tip line at 
(888) 580-8477. Crime Stoppers is offering up to a $1,000 reward to 
anyone with information that leads to an arrest. Anonymous email 
and text messages can be sent in via www.sdcrimestoppers.com.
