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Robbery Suspect Sought
Up to $1,000 Reward Offered

San Diego County Crime Stoppers is joining forces with the San Diego
Police Department’s Robbery Unit to help apprehend the suspect
responsible for three armed robberies that occurred at the Walgreen’s
pharmacy in North Park.

On May 26, July 21 and August 10, 2009 the suspect entered the Walgreen’s
pharmacy at 3200 University Avenue approached the employee behind the
pharmacy counter, threatened the employee with a handgun and demanded
prescription medication. After getting medication from the employee, the
suspect fled on foot. No vehicle was seen by the witnesses.

Suspect description:

e White male, mid 20s, 5°7” to 5’10, 130 - 150 Ibs. with a thin build
and thin face. He has a goatee and acne scars. The suspect appears
to have some type of leg injury that causes him to walk with an
unusual gait.
