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POLICE INVESTIGATE ATM BURGLARY IN KEARNY MESA

(San Diego) San Diego Police Department detectives are investigating a commercial burglary
that occurred at the G and M Food Mart at 3860 Kearny Mesa Road in the Kearny Mesa
neighborhood.

This morning at 4:00 a.m., San Diego Police officers responded to an alarm activation at the G
and M Food Mart. The officers found the business had been burglarized and the ATM machine
was taken. During the investigation, officers learned that the suspects backed a white pick-up
truck with a Sherwin Williams logo into the business doors. Three males entered the business,
wrapped a chain around the ATM machine and used the pick-up to drag the machine out of the
business. The suspects loaded the ATM into the truck and drove away. The truck was later
determined to be stolen from the Sherwin Williams business located at 4900 Convoy Street.

Both the stolen pick-up truck and ATM were later located at 6900-7000 Park Mesa Way in
Linda Vista.

The suspects are only described as three males wearing dark clothing and gloves.

The burglary was captured on surveillance video. Copies of the video are available at the San
