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MIRA MESA BEVMO! ROBBERY SUSPECT WANTED  
 

 

(San Diego) San Diego Police Department Robbery Unit detectives are investigating a recent 
robbery at a Mira Mesa liquor store.          
 
On November 29, 2012, just before 9:00 p.m., the suspect entered the BevMo! store located at 
6700 Mira Mesa Boulevard.  The suspect placed several items in a hand basket.  At 9:00 p.m., 
the store manager used the public address system to announce the store was closing and 
asked customers to come forward to pay for their purchases.  The suspect, carrying his basket 
full of liquor, walked up the manager at the closed door and asked her to open it so he could 
exit.  She declined, stating that he had not paid for the merchandise in his basket.  He opened 
his jacket to reveal the handle of a gun.  When the manager informed the suspect that his 
actions were being recorded by a surveillance camera, he pulled out the gun and waved it 
around.  The manager opened the door and the suspect calmly walked eastbound from the 
store.  Nobody was injured during the incident.    
 
The suspect is described as a “well groomed” white male, 20 and 30 years of age.  He is 
between 5’6’ and 5’10” with a thin to medium build.  He has short dark brown hair and a fair 
complexion.  He wore a black sports coat or suit jacket, red shirt and jeans.   The weapon used 
is believed to be a revolver.                  
 
The robbery was captured on surveillance video; however we are only able to provide still 
photographs of the suspect.  The photographs are available separately.
