Felony Vandalism at a Presbyterian Preschool;
Up to $1,000 Reward Offered

Detectives said that sometime between Friday, September 13, 2013 and Sunday
morning, September 15, 2013, unknown suspect(s) vandalized the Pacific Beach
Prespyterian Church’s preschool playground located at 1675 Garnet Ave in San Diego.

The suspect(s) poured a black tar-like substance over the preschool playground
structure and the grounds surrounding it, causing more than 55,000 in damages. A
five gallon bucket, contaning the same black tar-like substance, was found near the
playground.
