Maria Elvia LARIOS was the babysitter of Jose Shaw a one year old baby. Jose’s parents had noticed small scratches and bruising on their baby, but 
the injuries were convincingly explained away by Maria Elvia LARIOS.  On March 02, 1993, Maria Elvia LARIOS called paramedics to report Jose had 
fallen from the bed.  Paramedics responded to Maria Elvia LARIOS’ residence in the 1800 block of South 39

th
 Street in the Shelltown community of 

San Diego, California.  Jose was found to be injured and transported to the hospital treatment.  Treating physicians found Jose had sustained severe 
injuries consistent with Shaken Baby Syndrome (SBS).  Maria Elvia LARIOS denied any wrongdoing and agreed to cooperate with the investigation, 
but then fled to Mexico.  Three days after Maria Elvia LARIOS disappeared, Jose passed away from his injuries. Maria Elvia LARIOS is wanted for 
her alleged involvement in the murder of Jose Shaw.
