INDEPENDENCE DAY

EMERGENCIES:

Police and Fire emergency crews will be on duty.
Patrol Officers will be on duty.
Station 38 (citywide emergency dispatch center) will be on duty.

Other:

There will be a one-day delay in trash, recyclables and yard waste collection for
customers served by the Environmental Services Department for the Independence Day
Holiday on Friday, July 4th, 2008. Collections will be held on Saturday for those
scheduled for Friday pick-up.

The City’s Miramar Landfill will be open slightly shortened hours on the holiday
weekend, from 7:30 a.m. to 4:30 p.m. The Landfill will return to its normal operating
schedule, from 7:00 a.m. to 4:30 p.m., on Monday, July 7.

Vehicles that require hand unloading of trash at the Miramar Landfill will not be admitted
after 4 p.m.

The City’s Household Hazardous Waste facility at the Miramar Landfill will be closed on
Saturday, July 5. Household hazardous waste will be accepted the following weekend,
resuming on Saturday, July 12.

This holiday information for trash and recyclables collection is for residents serviced by
City of San Diego crews only. Residents of the City of San Diego served by private
companies and residents of other cities should check with their waste hauler for holiday
service schedules.

Golf courses (starter booths only) will be open during their normal business hours.
Holiday rates will apply.

Balboa Park will be open. All public buildings are closed in Balboa Park. Museums that
operate on Friday are open.
