• There will be a one-day delay in trash and recyclables collection for customers served by 
the Environmental Services Department all week following the Labor Day Holiday, 
Monday, September 1, 2008.   

• The City’s Miramar Landfill will be open slightly shortened hours on the holiday, from 
7:30 a.m. to 4:30 p.m. The Landfill will return to its normal operating schedule, from 
7:00 a.m. to 4:30 p.m., on Tuesday, September 2.  

• Vehicles that require hand unloading of trash at the Miramar Landfill will not be admitted 
after 4:00 p.m. 

• This holiday information for trash and recyclables collection is for residents serviced by 
City of San Diego crews only. Residents of the City of San Diego served by private 
companies and residents of other cities should check with their waste hauler for holiday 
service schedules. 

• Golf courses will be open; starter booths will be open for their normal business hours. 
Holiday rates will apply. 

• Balboa Park will be open. All City operated public buildings are closed in Balboa Park. 
Museums that operate on Mondays are open. 

 
Specific Closures within the City of San Diego: 

• All Administrative Offices will be closed on Monday, September 1, 2008. 
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• The Testing, Employment Information Center and Background/Fingerprinting offices 
within the Personnel Department will also be closed on Monday, September 1, 2008.  

• All of the City’s Community Service Centers will be closed on Monday, September 1, 
2008.  

• Open Space and Maintenance Assessment District Offices will be closed on Monday, 
September 1, 2008. 

• Tecolote Nature Center will be closed on Monday, September 1, 2008. 
• Mission Trails Regional Park Visitor Center will be open with normal hours on Monday, 

September 1, 2008. 
• All City recreation centers will be closed on Monday, September 1, 2008. 
• All City pools will be open on Monday, September 1, 2008. 
• Robb Field (Ocean Beach) and Rancho Peñasquitos skate parks will be open on Monday,
