Landfill will return to its normal operating schedule, from 7 a.m. to 4:30 p.m., on 
Wednesday, December 26, 2012.  

• The City’s automated waste container sales office at 8353 Miramar Place will be open 
from 8:00 a.m. to 12:00 p.m. on Monday, December 24; closed on Tuesday, December 
25; and open from 8:00 a.m. to 4:00 p.m. Wednesday through Friday December 26-28, 
2012. 

• The City’s Miramar Household Hazardous Waste facility will be closed on Saturday, 
December 22, 2012 and Saturday, December 29, 2012.  The facility will resume 
operations on Saturday, January 5, 2013. 

• This holiday information for trash and recyclables collection is for the City of San Diego 
only.  Residents in other cities should check with their waste hauler for holiday service 
schedules.

Torrey Pines and Balboa Park golf 
courses and starter booths will be open normal hours on Monday, December 24 and 
Tuesday, December 25, 2012; holiday rates will apply at all courses.
