Playing on emerging post World War II sexual themes of female domination, Devil Girl from 

Mars brings male fantasies to the big screen while still appealing the female spirit of resistance.  

 

When Hugo and Nebula award winning author Octavia Butler first saw this 1954 British science 

fiction film at the age of 12, she was so appalled by the poor writing that she decided to have a 

go at it herself. Based on her amazing body of work, the Devil Girl from Mars and genre of 

Schlock itself, proves that it has more to contribute to society than just bad movies.
