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How to Download eBooks to Library Sony eReaders 

To download eBooks to the Sony eReaders loaned by the Library, you will first need to 

download the eBook to your personal computer and then transfer the book to the eReader. Tip: 

Plug the eReader into a power source while following the steps below as the battery may be low.  

 

Step 1. Install the Sony Reader Library on your personal computer 

1. Plug the eReader into your personal computer using the USB port. 

2. An “autoplay” popup will appear titled “Installer for Reader.” 

3. Click “open folder to view files.” 

4. A box will open containing two folders: select folder titled “Mac” if you have an Apple 

or else select “Windows.” 

5. The option “set up eBook library exec” will appear. Select and follow the prompts to 

install the Sony Reader Library (SRL). 

6. Once the installation is complete, the Sony Reader Library will open automatically. 

 

Step 2. Authorize your personal computer so that you can download library eBooks 

1. On the left side of SRL home page, click “eBook store.” 

2. Unless you already have an account with Sony, click “register” by entering an email 

address and a personal PIN. 

3. On the next screen click “authorize.” The SRL home page will automatically appear. You 

are now able to download library eBooks to your personal computer. 

4. To check whether you have successfully authorized your devices, or to authorize (or de-

authorize) this or other devices go to “my account” on the SRL home page, click “my 

devices” and then “manage my devices.”  

 

Step 3. Select an eBook from the library’s Overdrive catalog 

1. In Overdrive, save an Epub eBook to your cart, proceed to check out, enter your library 

card number and PIN (personal identification number). (Your PIN is often set by default 

to the last 4 digits of your phone number.) 

2. Click the “download” button under the title cover image and then select “open” not 

“save.” The eBook will open in the Sony Reader Library on your personal computer. 

3. You may click on the eBook within the Sony Reader Library to read it on your personal 

computer or drag the file into the “Reader” tab to the left. If the eReader does not appear 

in the SRL, you may need to unplug the device and plug it back into the USB port. If this 

still does not work, the device might not be correctly authorized. See step 2. 

 

The Sony Reader Library also offers many free public domain books through the “eBook store” 

on your SRL home page.
