Library’s Free “Winter/Spring Concert Series” Schedule Announced
Annarocele Quintet Performance on Jan. 21 to Kick Off the Series

SAN DIEGO - The 2006 Winter/Spring Concert Series of the City of San Diego Public Library
will premiere Sunday, Jan. 21 with a performance by the Annarocele Quintet. The program will

be held at 2:30 p.m. in the third floor auditorium of the Central Library, 820 E St., in downtown

San Diego.

Featuring Anna Savvas-Katkov, Natalka Kytasty, Robie Evans, Cecilia Kim and Lee Wolfe, the
Annarocele Quintet will perform Dvorak’s piano quintet in A major and Shostakovich’s piano
quintet in G minor. The quintet’s performance will be the first of seven concerts that will make
up the series.

The Library began its Chamber Music Series in the mid-1950s. Critical and popular response
encouraged the Library to increase the scope of the series to its present status of a Fall Concert
Series and a Winter/Spring Concert Series. These musical series are funded by a donation from
the Herbert Feurerisen Family and other public donors.

The concerts are very important to the musicians as they provide a venue for them to perform
locally. The community has responded enthusiastically as shown by steadily growing attendance
by musicians, music lovers, music appreciation students and other San Diego residents.
