There are two ways to gain access to this area: WEST GATE and BUS GATE.  
 

Drop-off: It is strongly urged that you arrive early and use the West Gate and Bus 

Gate 
 

Pick-Up: Staging will begin at 9 PM. Any vehicles wishing to park before 9PM will be  
subject to pay the general parking fee. Do not plan to return no later than 10PM as 

space is limited and there may be traffic restrictions around the venue. 

 
Vehicle Access will only be allowed be through West Gate and Bus Gate

PHONES, CAMERAS & VIDEO RECORDING DEVICES :  NOT PERMITTED: "Selfie Sticks", Go Pro/Active Cameras, professional 
cameras with lens that is removable or longer than 3 inches and all video recording devices, including tablets such as an iPad.  
Permitted : Non professional "point and shoot" cameras,  iPhones/Smart Phones, portable pre-charged cell phone chargers. 
 
BANNERS or FLAGS are permitted:  Banners of any size must be detached from sticks/poles before entering the venue. 
Banners with any profanity or inappropriate wording will not be allowed into the venue.  Patron may be asked to lower banner 
if it is obstructive to other fans. Gate staff will make the final determination of what will be permitted inside the venue. 
 
CARRY-IN ITEMS:   Purses, Bags or Back packs that do not exceed 12" x 6" x 12" can be taken into the stadium. Food in a One-
gallon clear plastic freezer bag (Ziploc bag or similar) and factory sealed plastic water bottles 2 liter, 17 oz. or less (limit two 
per person) are allowed into the Stadium. All items are subject to search or may not be admitted 
 
PROHIBITED ITEMS: For the visibility, comfort and safety of everyone, the following items will not be permitted within the 
stadium: 
 

Selfie sticks, glass bottles, cans , LARGE umbrellas , camera bags, diaper bags, luggage of any kind, computer 
bags, seat cushions, blankets, coolers, picnic baskets, any inflatable objects, balloons, beach balls, laser pointers, 
flashlights, flammable objects,  spray or aerosol bottles, paint, glue, scissors, tape, stickers, crafting supplies, Frisbees, 
sports balls , air horns, musical instruments, any noise making devices, skates, skateboards, scooters,  water guns, 
illegal drugs, chains, any form of weapon or outside alcoholic beverages, 

 
Any other items not included in this list, which are deemed inappropriate by management, can also be prohibited from 
entering the stadium.  Final determination of permitted items will occur upon entry to the venue.

Turn left onto Rancho Mission Road 

8 Freeway Westbound 
Exit Mission Gorge Rd/ Fairmount Ave. 

Continue Straight onto Camino Del Rio N. 
Turn Right onto Ward Rd

General Venue Information: 
 

If I leave the stadium, can I come back in? 
Due to security concerns exit and re-entry is prohibited at all events. 

 
Where is "Lost and Found?" 

Lost & Found is located at the Guest Services office, located on the Plaza Level between Gates F and G. 
Non-show day Lost & Found is located in the Stadium Security office at Gate A. You may also call (619) 641-

3150. 
 

Telephones: Amplified pay telephones are located on the Plaza Concourse at gates C, E and F; on the Club 
level at sections 8 and 34; and outside the stadium at Gate C. 

 
Where are the First Aid stations? 

First Aid is located on the Plaza Level between Gates F & G. An aid station is also located on the Plaza Level at 
Gate N. Emergency response teams are also posted throughout the stadium. 

 
Can I get a transport to my seating area if I have a disability? 

Wheelchairs and attendants are available at the First Aid office near Gate F on the Plaza Level. A shuttle 
service is available in the parking lot for guests needing assistance. Please notify the nearest Ace Parking 

representative or call (619) 285-9392 to request the shuttle service. 
 

Will there be restrooms available before the show? 
Yes, there will be portable restrooms, including ADA accessible portable restrooms, outside of the facility for 

early arrivers. 
 

What should I do if a member of my group becomes lost? 
You should contact a guest services representative and give a detailed description of the missing person. 

Stadium staff will then radio the description to all other employees. Children should always keep their show 
ticket in their pockets. Doing so will expedite reuniting lost children and their parents or guardians. If your 

child becomes lost, see an event staff member immediately and provide a detailed description of the child so 
that he/she may be found quickly.
