2. That a revised master plan for undergrounding of overhead utilities for CPUC
Rule 20(A) projects and a revised master plan for non CPUC Rule 20(A) projects in accordance

with CP 600-08, section (B)(2), is adopted.

3. That in accordance with CP 600-08, section (B)(3)(b), an allocation of City of San

Diego Surcharge funded underground conversion projects is approved.
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4. That the list of proposed projects that meet the criteria of the California Public
Utilities Commission Interim Order, Decision No. 73078, Case No. 8209 (CPUC rule 20(A)) in

accordance with CP 600-08, section (B)(3)(a) is approved.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that this activity is categorically exempt from CEQA
pursuant to the State CEQA Guidelines, Section 15302(d), and Public Utilities Commission

General Order 131-D dated August 11, 1995.
