Don’t Forget to Recycle Your Christmas Tree

The City of San Diego Environmental
Services Department is hosting the 31st
Annual Christmas Tree Residential
Recycling Program from Dec. 29, 2004
through Jan. 24, 2005.

Trees collected as fundraising
projects or commercial loads will not
be accepted at the drop-off locations.
These trees can be dropped off free of
charge at the Miramar Greenery.

Residents participating in the
Christmas Tree Recycling Program
should drop off clean trees during
daylight hours. Before trees can be
dropped off, all tree stands, nails,
staples, ornaments and other tree
decorations must be removed.

In addition to clean trees, flocked
trees (fake snow) are also accepted. All
trees will be recycled into high quality
mulch and compost which is available
throughout the year to city residents for
free at the Miramar Greenery.

Residents who currently receive
curbside greenery recycling collection
can also recycle their trees through the
