PERFORMANCE TEST: The performance test is a pass/fail examination which consists of the following two timed
events:

® A 300-yard swim test using the front crawl that must be completed in 6 MINUTES OR LESS.

® An object retrieval/active victim rescue which includes swimming approximately 25 yards using any approach
stroke; performing a surface dive to locate and recover an object at a depth of up to 12 feet; performing a victim
rescue using the breaststroke or front crawl approach stroke; and removing the victim from the water.
