The Lagoon is 
a fragile ecosystem that depends on the regular tidal flow of ocean 
water. In addition to the enhancement and restoration of the Lagoon 
and the surrounding watershed, the City of San Diego plays a large 
role in the future of the area’s environmental health. The open inlet 
offers environmental benefits, and the natural ocean flow into the 
lagoon helps to prevent the growth of mosquito populations.

Mid-Coast Trolley Expansion Update  

This spring, crews will be preparing the roadway for construction 
of the viaduct - a bridge structure that will carry the trolley down 
the middle of Genesee Avenue. Crews will start widening south-
bound Genesee Avenue to relocate utilities, constructing the  
viaduct on the UCSD Campus, and working on the Gilman Drive 
Bridge structure. During this time, there will be ongoing,
