SUMMARY: 
 

Issue:  Should the Planning Commission approve a new permit for a Wireless 
Communication Facility (WCF) located at 7480 Convoy Court in the Kearny Mesa Community 
Planning Area? 

 
Staff Recommendation: APPROVE Planned Development Permit (PDP) No. 1956452.    
 
Community Planning Group Recommendation:  On March 15, 2017 the Kearny Mesa 
Community Planning Group voted 10-0-0 to approve the project with no conditions 
(Attachment 10). 
 
Environmental Review:   This project was determined to be categorically exempt from CEQA 
per Article 19, Section 15301 (Existing Facilities) of the CEQA State Guidelines (Attachment 8).  
This project is not pending an appeal of the Environmental Determination.  The 
environmental exemption determination for this project was made on April 10, 2017, and 
the opportunity to appeal that determination ended April 24, 2017. 
 
Fiscal Impact Statement:  Costs to review this project are paid for by application fees.   

 
BACKGROUND 
 
AT&T Ruffner is an application for a new permit for an existing, expired WCF at 7480 Convoy Court.  
It is located in the IL-2-1 zone, which provides for light industrial and office uses with limited 
commercial.  The project is also within the Kearny Mesa Community Plan, which designates the site 
for industrial and business parks.  Surrounding uses in all directions are light industrial in nature. 
 
The existing lattice tower was first permitted in 1994.  It was re-permitted in 2006 as a Conditional 
Use Permit with a ten-year term.  This permit expired on November 22, 2016.  The current project

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application was deemed complete prior to that date. 
 
Council Policy 600-43 assigns preference levels to WCFs in different land use categories.  This 
project, a WCF on an industrially-zoned property, is in the Preference 1 category.  Generally, 
Preference 1 locations are permitted as a Process One Limited Use and do not come before the 
Planning Commission.  However, this project requires a Planned Development Permit (PDP) per 
SDMC 126.0602(b)(1) for deviations to the WCF Regulations (SDMC 141.0420) to allow a lattice tower, 
which does not conform to the WCF Guidelines.  This PDP requires a Process Four Planning 
Commission decision.   
 
DISCUSSION 
 
Proposed Project: 
 
The project consists of nine 8-foot panel antennas and three 6-foot panel antennas to remain on an 
existing 80’ 6” lattice tower.  Also to remain are 24 Remote Radio Units (RRUs) at the antenna level, 
six surge suppressors, six Tower-Mounted Amplifiers, and other existing equipment which is located 
inside the adjacent building.  To enhance the appearance of the project, two 6-foot diameter 
microwave dishes will be removed from the tower, the number of cables on the tower will be 
reduced to reduce visual impacts, and landscaping will be enhanced with the addition of five 
Brisbane Box trees to be planted around the property.   
 
The light industrial site is located away from major streets and commercial areas.  The building is 
owned by AT&T and is used for operations, storage and parking.  There are only industrial uses 
within 500 feet.  The project site and surrounding neighborhood have a community plan designation 
of Industrial/Business Park and are zoned Industrial.  The area is characterized by recreational 
vehicle sales lots, fleet storage, outdoor storage, industrial supply businesses, and concrete tilt-up 
buildings on large lots with large parking areas.   Commercial uses are located approximately 600 
feet to the south along Clairemont Mesa Boulevard.  The Hickman Youth Athletic Fields are located 
approximately 1,600 feet to the northwest.  The project site is well screened from these areas by 
intervening buildings and mature landscaping.   
 
WCF Regulations and Planned Development Permit Considerations: 
 
The WCF Regulations are designed to require wireless carriers to update their sites as development 
patterns change and technology advances.  This is achieved by issuing permits in 10-year increments 
in order to provide the City with the opportunity to review projects under current regulations and 
consider technological advances in design.  Prior to the adoption of the WCF regulations, lattice 
towers were allowed in the City of San Diego; however, the current WCF Regulations require that 
applicants “use all reasonable means to conceal or minimize the visual impacts of the wireless 
communication facilities through integration. Integration with existing structures or among other existing 
uses shall be accomplished through the use of architecture, landscape and siting solutions.”   
 
In support of this requirement, the WCF Guidelines no longer allow for lattice towers.  Therefore, a 
deviation from the WCF Regulations is necessary to allow an existing lattice tower to remain with a

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new permit, a PDP.  The PDP process is intended to assure that the deviation would be preferable to 
what would be achieved by strict conformance with the regulations.   It is staff’s position that the 
project achieves this intent by allowing a structure to remain in its existing visual context instead of 
requiring a new structure.  Kearny Mesa is primarily zoned industrial, which is an appropriate 
location WCF uses.  There are multiple existing lattice towers in the area.  This permit requires 
additional landscaping, removes two satellite dishes, and improves the visual impacts by reducing 
the cables.  The permit will require the tower to be painted as well.   
 
The lattice tower was first built in 1995, and the surrounding development pattern has not changed 
since.  The tower has been permitted twice under the existing Kearny Mesa Community Plan and 
industrial zoning; it is a deviation because the WCF Regulations have changed.  The existing tower is 
taller than any nearby structure, but this impact is quickly mitigated with distance, because the 
tower blends in to the surrounding area despite its height.  Existing buildings and landscaping help 
to frame and screen the view from surrounding public rights of way and adjacent properties.   
 
To comply with the current WCF regulations without deviations, the tower must be replaced with an 
integrated structure or replaced with a new structure similar in height to the buildings in the area, 
which would require AT&T to add more sites to make up for the coverage lost by the height 
reduction.   AT&T requires the tower at its existing height and location to effectively maintain 
existing levels of service because it has built its network around this site.   
 
While it may be possible to alter or rebuild the structure to screen or camouflage this facility, the 
resulting obelisk, clock tower, faux tree, or other structure would still be eighty feet tall and out of 
scale and character with the surrounding area.  Existing buildings and landscaping already serve to 
screen the tower to the extent feasible.  It is staff’s opinion that structural alteration of this tower 
would provide no benefit at this industrial location.  
 
This site is important to AT&T’s network.  Coverage maps show that this installation is integral to 
service along State Route 52 to the north, as well as Clairemont Mesa Boulevard to the south, all 
while remaining screened from view to these areas by trees, buildings, and distance.  A deviation to 
allow the lattice tower to remain would preclude the placement of multiple, replacement sites in the 
surrounding area, or the construction of a new tower element that would be of limited utility at this 
location.   
 
Although lattice towers generally represent an undesirable visual element, it is staff’s opinion that 
the lattice tower has minimal visual impact due to its specific location.  The existing tower is central 
to an industrial area and minimally visible from outside that area.  Its visual effects are localized, 
reduce quickly with distance because of landscaping and building placement, do not affect major 
public rights of way or commercial areas, would not be effectively reduced by structural alteration, 
and are balanced by the fact that to replace this site may require multiple alternative sites.  The 
benefit of concealing this facility is minimal at this location.  The project proposes additional 
landscaping and removal of disruptive elements on the tower to reduce the visual impact of the 
existing structure.  It is staff’s opinion that allowing this lattice tower to remain is preferable to what 
would be achieved by strict conformance with the WCF regulations. 
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Community Plan Analysis: 
 
The Kearny Mesa Community Plan does not contemplate WCFs; however, it does recommend that 
“Extensive landscaping should be encouraged in yard areas that abut freeways, prime arterials, and other 
streets to buffer building tenants and pedestrians from traffic and to present aesthetically pleasing views 
along transportation corridors.”  This project provides additional trees along Convoy Court and Copley 
Park Drive in support of this recommendation.   
 
In addition, the City's General Plan addresses WCFs in the Urban Design Element (UD-A.15).  The 
visual impact of WCFs should be minimized by concealing them in existing structures, or using 
camouflage and screening techniques to hide or blend them into the surrounding area. Facilities 
should be designed to be aesthetically pleasing and respectful of the neighborhood context. 
Equipment associated with the WCF should be located in underground vaults or unobtrusive 
structures.  
 
The proposed tower and the surrounding neighborhood were developed prior to adoption of the 
Urban Design Element.  Although the tower is visible, it is framed by trees and/or buildings in all 
directions.  Exposed elements such as this tower are an expected component of industrial areas, 
especially in Kearny Mesa, where lattice towers are prevalent.  Additional landscaping is proposed 
along street frontages to further soften the project appearance.  When taken into the visual context 
of the surrounding area, the tower blends in to the extent feasible.  The site placement, surrounding 
development, existing and proposed landscaping, and general neighborhood characteristics make 
this centrally-located, industrial site a superior alternative to locating several smaller facilities in and 
around the community.   
 
Therefore, this project meets the intent of UD-A.15, as well as the objectives of the Community Plan 
and General Plan.  Should the surrounding industrial context change, the permit’s limited term will 
provide the City the opportunity to address impacts in the future. 
 
Conclusion: 
 
The project complies with the development regulations of the IL-2-1 zone.  Other than the requested 
deviation, it will comply with the WCF Regulations (SDMC 141.0420).  Staff has prepared draft 
findings in the affirmative to approve the project and recommends approval of Planned 
Development Permit (PDP) 1956452 (Attachment 6). 
 
ALTERNATIVES 
 

1. Approve Planned Development Permit (PDP) 1956452, with modifications. 
 

2. Deny Planned Development Permit (PDP) 1956452 if the Planning Commission makes 
written findings based on substantial evidence that the approval is not authorized by state 
or local zoning law.

g. Public and private accessory improvements determined by the Development Services 
Department to be consistent with the land use and development standards for this site in 
accordance with the adopted community plan, the California Environmental Quality Act 
[CEQA] and the CEQA Guidelines, the City Engineer's requirements, zoning regulations, 
conditions of this Permit, and any other applicable regulations of the SDMC. 

h. Every aspect of this project is considered an element of concealment, including but not 
limited to the dimensions, bulk and scale, color, materials and texture. Any future 
modifica~ions to this permit must not defeat concealment. 

STANDARD REQUIREMENTS: 

1. This permit must be utilized within thirty-six (36) months after the date on which all rights of 
appeal have expired. If this permit is not utilized in accordance with Chapter 12, Article 6, Division 1 
of the SDMC within the 36 month period, this permit shall be void unless an Extension of Time has 
been granted. Any such Extension of Time must meet all SDMC requirements and applicable 
guidelines in effect at the time the extension is considered by the appropriate decision maker. This 
permit must be utilized by June 16, 2020. 

2. This Planned Development Permit (PDP) and corresponding use of this site shall expire on 
June 15, 2027. Upon expiration of this Permit, the facilities and improvements described herein 
shall be removed from this site and the property shall be restored to its original condition preceding 
approval of this Permit. 

3. No later than ninety (90) days prior to the expiration of this permit, the Permittee may submit 
a new application to the City Manager for consideration with review and a decision by the 
appropriate decision maker at that time. Failure to submit prior to the deadline will be cause for 
enforcement for noncompliance, which may include penalties and fines. 

4. Under no circumstances, does approval of this permit authorize Permittee to utilize this site 
for wireless communication purposes beyond the permit expiration date. Use of this permit beyond 
the expiration date of this permit is prohibited.

5. No permit for the construction, occupancy, or operation of any facility or improvement 
described herein shall be granted, nor shall any activity authorized by this Permit be conducted on 
the premises until: 

a. The Owner/Permittee signs and returns the Permit to the Development Services

b. The Permit is recorded in the Office of the San Diego County Recorder. 

6. While this Permit is in effect, the subject property shall be used only for the purposes and 
under the terms and conditions set forth in this Permit unless otherwise authorized by the 
appropriate City decision maker. 

7. This Permit is a covenant running with the subject property and all of the requirements and 
conditions of this Permit and related documents shall be binding upon the Permittee and any 
successor(s) in interest. 

8. The continued use of this Permit shall be subject to the regulations of this and any other 
applicable governmental agency. 

9. Issuance of this Permit by the City of San Diego does not authorize the Permittee for this 
Permit to violate any Federal, State or City laws, ordinances, regulations or policies including, but not 
limited to, the Endangered Species Act of 1973 [ESA] and any amendments thereto (16 U.S.C. § 1531 
et seq.). 

10. The Owner/Permittee shall secure all necessary building permits. The Permittee is informed 
that to secure these permits, substantial building modifications and/or site improvements may be 
required to comply with applicable building, fire, mechanical, and plumbing codes, and State and 
Federal disability access laws. 

11. Construction plans shall be in substantial conformity to Exhibit "A." Changes, modifications, or 
alterations to the construction plans are prohibited unless appropriate application(s) or 
amendment(s) to this Permit have been granted. 

12. All of the conditions contained in this Permit have been considered and were determined­
necessary to make the findings required for approval of this Permit. The Permit holder is required 
to comply with each and every condition in order to maintain the entitlements that are granted by 
this Permit. 

If any condition of this Permit, on a legal challenge by the Owner/Permittee of this Permit, is found 
or held by a court of competent jurisdiction to be invalid, unenforceable, or unreasonable, this 
Permit shall be void.

The City may elect to conduct its own 
defense, participate in its own defense, or obtain independent legal counsel in defense of any claim 
related to this indemnification. In the event of such election, Permittee shall pay all of the costs 
related thereto, including without limitation reasonable attorney's fees and costs.

16. All exposed equipment, including (but not limited to) antennas, cables, Remote Radio Units, 
Tower-Mounted Amplifiers, surge suppressors, fasteners, brackets and supports shall be painted to 
match the tower to the satisfaction of the Development Services Department, Telecom (WCF) Review 
section. 

17. Construction plans must include a detailed cable management plan to the satisfaction of the 
Development Services Department. 

18. The completed project must have the same appearance as the approved photo simulations, 
to the satisfaction of the Development Services Department in order to receive a final inspection 
clearance. 

19. No exposed pipes or mounting apparatus absent antennas shall be present at any time. 
Mounting pipes shall not be longer than the antennas. 

20. All private outdoor lighting shall be shaded and adjusted to fall on the same premises where 
such lights are located and in accordance with the applicable regulations in the SDMC.
