This 2.6 acre neighborhood park will add new recreation facilities south of the existing trail and native habitat restoration completed in 2004. The park proposes new seating, picnic tables, exercise stations, and 
natural play elements along the existing trail. The Southwestern portion of the park will include more active park elements. A basketball area with two half courts is located near the freeway slope. A small skate 
plaza will be constructed on the existing mounded area, and will include smooth paving, shallow bowl, and ramps, steps and benches and a central circular area to allow a place to skate or skateboard away from the 
street and residences. Two large shade structures with four picnic tables each will provide a place for larger gatherings and barbeques. A small plaza with game tables will be provided near the street. A location for 
a future Park and Recreation storage building is proposed on the southernmost end of the park to store items essential for park maintenance. This area would be fenced. 

The trail provides a 3/8 mile walking track from 38th Street to the Bridge with 1/8 mile markers. Along the trail, seating, picnic and play opportunities will be provided. The hill at the midpoint of the trail features a 
small outdoor amphitheater to provide an informal classroom for nature education, outdoor school classes and gatherings of volunteer groups. This area features a curving "snake wall" that provides a thematic 
element. Along the walking trail, impressions in the concrete edge provide interest and educational elements. These might include impressions of native animal paw prints, snake and lizard tracks, leaves, and rocks 
to illustrate and enhance the natural experiences. 

Planting for the park expands the natural character of the existing restored riparian and coastal sage areas of Chollas Creek. Native trees, including Oaks, Sycamore, Poplar and Willows will provide shade 
throughout the park. The majority of the park will be seeded with un-mowed native grasses to allow use of the area and good visibility into the park. In less active areas, coastal sage scrub will be established to 
continue the existing restoration themes. To preserve the open views into the park from adjacent roadways, few shrubs would be included. Along the drainage area at the south comer of the park, willow trees and 
ephemeral creek vegetation will be planted to create a dry creek bed. 

Lighting and electrical: 
Security lighting will be provided along the trail with 30' high luminaires on precast concrete posts. The lighting will be a cut-off type adjusted to direct light only on the park site. Lighting is not proposed for the 
basketball or skate areas. 

Irrigation: 
The park will be irrigated with potable water using an automatic irrigation system and accurately programmable controller. Watering will gradually be reduced as the native vegetation matures. A separate bubbler 
system will be installed to provide moisture to trees. 

Maintenance: 
The park will be maintained by the City of San Diego Park and Recreation Department. Materials, equipment and designs will be selected to help minimize maintenance and replacement costs. 

Notes: 
1. Locks for gates shall be either Knox Padlocks or non-case hardened breakaway padlocks capable of being cut with Fire Department bolt cutters. 
2. Trees shall be located 1 O' minimum from sewer lines.
