  1pm - Rose Garden Corps Volunteering

There will be information about growing roses; the San Diego Rose 
Society; and the Balboa Park Rose Garden Corps volunteers, with 
applications, at the table in the garden. 
Rose Garden located at East end of Balboa Park Prado, across walk- bridge over Park Blvd.   
- Parking in Balboa Park tends to fill up early. The earlier you arrive, the better. Reuben H. Fleet lot 
and Spanish Village lot are the closest.  Additional parking lots inside Balboa Park.   
- Or take the tram! Park at the free lot at Inspiration Point (Old Naval Hospital) on Presidents' Way 
and Park Blvd. Take the free green park tram to the Prado stop. The rose garden is a short walk.
