» Climate Equity Trust Fund bill essentially will establish a climate equity trust fund, which would bring funds into one
location to help ratepayers with the increasing energy costs. This trust fund, if signed or if passed through the
legislature, and signed by the governor would help alleviate the load of the money that we're all paying from the
energy cost rates. This will help not only customers, disproportionately lower income residents, but small
businesses, nonprofits and corporates in California.

The overall crime statistics for the city of San Diego are: The entire city is
crime is up 13%, property crimes are up 13.6%, burglaries are up 2.1%, thefts are up 12.7%, vehicle thefts are up
24.5%, violent crimes are up 10.8%, murders are up 1.8%, aggravated assaults by 16.9%, rapes are up 17.7%, and
robberies are down 9.6%.

o A bigevent yesterday to celebrate the Otay Mesa modernization project. It's a big project and what's open now is
the commercial annex building offices with parking and offices for people engaging in trade, as well as the
pedestrian bridge that was opened several months ago. They're doubling the lanes from 6 to 12. And also, the
commercial lanes from 9 to 16.

e Many of our workers are coming from Tijuana, so hopefully, this project along with the new port will mean
reduced wait times for our workers and for our truck drivers.

La Media Truck Route- (David Wick, Business Representative)

e thank you, Gerardo Ramirez, Vivian Moreno, the mayor's office, and Congressman Vargas’ office in talking to the
Army Corps of Engineers to get this project back on track that has been instrumental.

¢ Update of the section of the truck route from Siempre Viva south to the border, three lanes south in one lane
north. They don't have funding but they're at 60% complete on design and that project is moving forward. The
total cost will be $19M.

e La Mediais on track to hopefully break ground by the end of the year.
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e Talked about the undergrounding of the utility lines, a block west and a block east on our La Media Road as part
of the project and getting SDG&E to do that, as opposed to leaving the polls in place which would be in the right
of way like what you see on Airway Road.

e The situation with the flooding - Airway Road going west has been closed for over a month and the water that's in
there is not decreasing. It's a lake. The city staff said they're going plan an onsite visit in the first week or two of
May, and they will get back to us on a plan.
