The project is a Conditional Use Permit (CUP) renewal to continue operation of an existing wireless 
communication facility (WCF) located at 1551 Kenalan Drive.  The existing WCF consists of two poles in the 
backyard of a residential property overlooking the 905 freeway.  In order to bring the project to current City 
WCF design standards, T-Mobile is proposing to remove two existing poles housing antennas and replacing 
them with two small faux trees.  The proposed faux trees will allow T-Mobile to continue to operate and 
expand their facility and meet the City’s current standards.  The project requires a Process 4 CUP.
